PORTLAND, Or., Aug. 23.—Peter Bau-
chene, a blacksmith, was found dead
shortly after midnight on Jefferson street,

The police believe
that he was murdered by the "Goose Hol-
low gang" for the purpose of robbery.
His head was bruised In' several places
and it is believed that he was struck by
a piece of iron which lay near the body.

WHY THE REMAINS
OF FAIRS ARE HELD

NEW YORK, Aug. 23.—The funeral ser-
vices over the body of General Franz
Sigel will be to-morrow , afternoon
at the hall'of the;Melrose Turn Verein,

this city, where the body' will lie from

10 a. m. until 1p. m. The services will
be conducted under the direction of Gilsa
Post, G. A. R., George Van Skal of the
Staats Zeitung delivering a eulogy in
German. A eulogy in English will also
be delivered by a speaker yet to be se-
lected. The body willbe taken to Wood-
lawn Cemetery, for interment.

There will be a large attendance of
representatives from the various Turn
Vereins of which the dead general was
an honorary member. The pallbearers,
will be Germans who fought under Sigel

in the revolution of 1848. The surviving

members of a committee appointed twen-
ty-three years ago by the English New
Jersey Regiment Association to draft res-
olutions on the death of General Joseph
Hooker just held a meeting in Newark.
N J., to draft similar resolutions on the
death of General Sigel.

The earlier meeting was pursuant of a
resolution adopted in the case of General
Hooker's death, to fufilla duty to the per-
formance of which the New Jersey sol-
diers who had fought under Hooker in
the Third Army Corps and the Eighth
Army Corps having solenrmy pledged

themselves. In 1879. just, prior to his
death General Hooker was present at a
reunion of the English Regiment Associa-
tion in this city and along with General
Sigel was an honored guest. It was at
this banquet that General Hooker, fore-
seeing his death, suggested that a com-
mittee be appointed to take such action
as might be deemed proper, by the asso-
ciation. »- In accordance; with General
Hooker's request the association appoint-
ed a committee to which was added the
name of General Sigel, who readily ac-
cepted the duty and submitted a set of
resolutions, which were adopted as the
sentiment of the Eighth Regiment Asso-
ciation.

The original copy of these resolutions
is now in the hands of Mr. Connolly,
and was read at the meeting just held
and adopted. General Sigel's name dis-
placing that of General Hooker. There
are only three survivors of this com-
mittee. . .. :

which heretofore have been used to taketransport scores ashore^was, in a numberof cases, falsely set down ,at a higher
figure. Payment for the service of thecascoes was made in proportion to theirtonnage, and the reports allege that theGovernment had suffered losses by thefalse statements. •

"Above all, Itbehooves us to remember
that not only ought we to try to do what

"Such a trust is an artificial creature,
not wholly responsible to or controllable
by any legislature, nor wholly subject to
the jurisdiction of any one court. Some
gcvernmental sovereign must be given
¦full pov.-er over these artificial and very
powerful corporate beings. In my judg-
ment this sovereign must be the nation-
al Government. When it has been given
fuil power then this full power can be
used to control any evil influence exact-
ly as the Government is now using the
power conferred upon Itunder the Sher-
man anti-trust law. Even when the full
power has been conferred it would be
highly undesirable to attempt too much,
or to begin by stringent legislation. , The
mechanism of modern business is as del-
icate and complicated as it is vast, and
nothing would be more productive of evil
to all of us and' especially to those least
well off.in this world's goods that Ignor-
cnt meddling with this mechanism, and
nbeye all, if the meddling was done in a
spirit of class or sectional rancor. It 53
desirable that this power should be pos-
*es;sed by the nation, but it is quite as
ciosirable .that the power should be ex-
elcised with moderation , and self-re-
straint The first exercise of that power
should be the securing of publicityamong
all great corporations doing an inter-
state business. The publicity, though
non-inquisltcrial, should be real and
thorough as to all important facts with
which the public has concern. The full
liqht of day is a great discourager of evil.
Such

'
publicity would by itself tend to

correct the evils of which there is just
complaint arid where the alleged evils are
imaginary It would tend to show that
such was the case. When publicity is
attained it would then be possible to see
what further should be done in the way
cf regulation. ..

national legislation which shall be ade-
quate, while as a matter of practical ex-
perience State action has proved entirely
insufficient, and in all human probability
cannot or will not be made sufficient to
meet the needs of the case. Some of .our
States have excellent laws— laws which it
would be well indeed to have enacted by

This is not the case with the. ordinary
so-called 'trust' to-day, for the trust is
a large State corporation, generally doing
business in other States also and' often
with a tendency to monopoly. . - .
