POLITICIANS GO CAPITALWARD.

Start for the Convention City.
Many Conspicuous Local Democrats

A large delegation of local and out-of-
town Democratic politicians left for Sac-
ramento on the 6 o'clock train last even-
Ing. John J. Greeley. from the District
Attorney's office, who is a candidate for
Clerk of the Supreme Court, headed a
large following of South Side politicians.
John Ferris, Matt Lally, Larry Conlon
and several other Democratic leaders in
the southern districts were numbered
among- Greeley's "rooters." WilliamPratt, William Zanders and quite a crowd
of Thirtieth Dfeirict delegates were on

CALL HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-
MENTO, Sept. 1.—The Lo's Angeles del-
egation held a caucus at 10:30 o'clock this
evening. Thirty-three delegates were pres-
ent. Twenty-seven voted for George S.
Patton for chairman of the convention,

four against him and one refused to vote.
The delegation will take sixty-five, votes

into the convention, but this evening at
the caucus proxies were not allowed as
all were anxious to find out the true feel-
ingof those present. ItIs generally con-
ceded however that nine-tenths of the
votes will go ,for Patton. Judge D. K.
Trask was indorsed. The delegation is
doing a great deal of trading In the effort
to secure him the nomination of Asso-
ciate Justice of the Supreme Court.

The battle on the floor of the convention
promises to be exciting and threatens to
become bitter. The champions of Lane
point to the record of their candidate as
sufficient denial of the story that the
workingmen are his enemies and resent
the remarks of the Geary men. The
friends of Lane do not conceal their dis-
like of the tactics introduced by Budd,
Livernash and Geary and all the signs in-
dicate an outburst of pointed oratory in
the convention.

Livernash openly proclaims that An-
drew Furuseth and Michael Casey want
Geary to lead the Democrats. He main-
tains that the labor, leaders are opposed
to Lane. These assertions embitter many
of the Lane men, who hold that the con-
vention was called to nominate a candi-
date the Democracy. Livernash offers
to produce proof that the labor leaders
are hostile to Lane.

John Daggett, Budd and Livernash are
the active spirits of the Geary cam-
paign. A desperate effort is being made
to bring delegates to the Geary camp.
The chief argument put forth is that the
vote of the united labor party would go
to Geary, but never to Lane. Old-time
Democrats who have battled for the prin-
ciples of the party for many years do
not favor the suggestion that the nom-
ination should be made to catch the votes
of a party other than the Democratic.

The supporters of Lane, while admit-
ting that the fight for the organization
will be exceedingly close, contend that
Lane will receive at least 400 of the 686
votes of the convention on the first ballat.

It is plainly foreshadowed that the
battle for the Governorship is between
Lane and Geary. It happens that Coon-
an belongs to a delegation from Hum-
boldt County that is under instruction to
support Geary. Ithappens also that quite
a number |of delegates from the south
who are b*ooming Patton for the chair-
manship are pronounced supporters ,of
Lane.

contest for chairmanship is
close., but as the supporters of Coonan
are well organized, they are in position
to using trading strength.

The general sentiment
was in favor of Patton's candidacy and
it was decided to stand by the attorney
from the south. The contest therefore re-
solves Itself Into a sectional one, which
must be finally decided on the floor of the
convention.

PATTON'S CHANCES BRIGHT.
At midnight the indications were that

Patton would be chosen chairman of the
convention. -Many southern delegates
visited the Lane headquarters during the
evening and informed Lane that, while
they favored Patton for chairman', they
wanted itto be understood that they were
for Lane for Governor, first, last and all
the time. The sentiment was strong
among the southern delegates that the
northern section of the State should have
the gubernatorial nominee and the south-
ern part the chairmanship of the conven-
tion.

This view was shared by many of the
northern delegates, who said without re-
serve that their choice for chairman in
no wise represented their choice for Gov-ernor.

Ibelieve my fight is won. Iam satisfied
from the assurances of support Ihave received
from.all quarters that Iwillbe chosen chair-
man of the convention. Ihave all the north-
ern districts, with one exception, and Iwas
assured to-night that the south would stand
for me. Iexpect Mr.Patton willmake a fight,
of course, and If he wins Iwill cheerfully
abide by the decision of the convention.
