Parry, however, absolutely declined to
specify what changes he contemplates on
the ground that should he make them
public the other members of the Fire
Commission would oppose their adoption.

Parry, however, expressed his intention
to submit the Eastern ideas, whic^i he
considers superior to those now in vogue
In the local department, to the commis-
sion by the middle of next January, when
his colleague will be appointed by Mayor
Schmltz to the vacancy made by the re-
tirement of one Commissioner. Parry be-
lieves that .with two Commissioners of
Mayor Schmltz's choosing it willbe pos-
sible to secure the adoption of tue re-
forms he desires to introduce. Regard-
ing his trip East, Parry said:

TO ARRIVE.

Itfovements of Steamers.

The ship Claverfion arrived in port yes-
terday at noon, after an eventful voyage
from Hamburg, •which took 218 days to
complete.

The Claverdon left Hamburg on Febu-
ary 22 with, a crew of thirty men and
carrying a cargo of 3600 tons of cement.
She was bound' for this port by way of
the Horn, but owing to a wind and heavy
rain storm, during which five men were
washed overboard and lost and many of
the sails were carried away, she was
unable to round the Horn, and was forced
to complete her voyage by way of the
cape of Good Hope, In this way covering
22,000 miles.

First Mate H. T. Reede, in tellingof the
voyage, said:

We left Hamburg on February 22 with Cap-
tain Robert Thomas in command, myself, Ed-ward Akemaa, Becond mate, and thirty Ger-man sailors. tYe experienced strong winds
while in the Channel, and a steady blow dur-
ing our trip to the Horn. Round the Horn
we ran head on into a terrific windstorm.In which we were beaten about for nineteencars, unable to make headway.

On August 29 we found ourselves In the cen-ter of the storm, which was blowing from the
northwest. The sea was running high and
t>oundin« us trom all directions. A drizzling
xiun wai falling before the gale. Suddenly
the heart of the storm 6truck us. The forelopsail broke away- then the main topsail,
jr.ain toi^allant *ai|. mizxen topsail and the
mainsail went. The sea swept over the ship
tarrying live seamen with it.

Those that were not carried overboard werethrown violently to the deck and some re-<-e:ved serious injuries.
When the Ball blew away, the watch sang

r.ut, "Sail overboard." Then came the seaover the rails, carrying two water casks, a
hand rail, a pocp ladder, and everything that
v.as loose about the deck. After the first big
wave ha.1 subsided, the watch sang out, "Men
o\eiboard!" and ve could see the unfortunatetailors twin'ming in the sea. but it was lm-jKJSsibie to assi&t them. Iasked the men Ifthey would take out a boat to try to save the«.t.hers, but they said they would not. TheJive men lost were C. Nellson, G. Guppenberg
Charles Jesterkorn, T. H. Ryelt and August
Flrks.

We were nineteen days Jn the storm and
T.ere forced to put back and make this port by
way of the Cape of Good Hope, covering a dis-tance of S2.W0 miles in 21S daye. Our supply
'¦f food just held out and no more. The cargo
is damaged considerably, but just how much;s not yet known.

That was the worst gale Iwas ever in. and
Ido not care to be in another like It

The ship behaved very well and is not dam-
csred from the effects of the storm.
