Great Railroad Con-
solidation,

Oregon Short Line Will Scon
Be Controlled by Nsw
Owaners.

BALT LAKE, Utah, Oct. 10.—The Deseret
News this afternoon says:

The visit of the Harriman representa-
tives to Salt Lake this year bids falr to
mark an epcch in the rafiroad history of
the West. Tucked away in 'the action
taken at the special meeting of the stock-
holders of the Oregon Bhort Line yester-
day afternoon lles the consolidation of

two of the biggest railroads west of Utah.

Ever since the amended charter proposi-
tion has becn made publie, giving the
company the right i0 operate steamships
and own wharves, there has been consid-
erable speculation as to what It could
mean. One solution is forthcoming which
involves the consolidation of the interests
of the Oregon Rallroad and Navigia.u.a !
Company with {ts rallroad and steamship
Hines and the Oregon Bhort Line, with W.
H. Bancroft as general manager.

It 1s asserted that this consolidation will
go into effect on the first of the year,
when the jurisdiction of Banecroft and
Ythat of T. M. Schumacher will be extend-
ed over both lines. The relatlons hetween
the two lines are so close that they are
praciically one system.

While the publication of the plans of
the Harriman interests may at this time
be somewhat premature, the News is in-
formed that such is the case and that in
the Interests of economy and following
the policy of consoldation now In vogue,
that the Qregon 8hprt Line and the Ore-
gon Rallroad and Navigation companies
are to be merged In the near future, as
outlined, while that part of the Short Line
south of Salt Lake Ciiy will be relin-
yuished, elther by sale or lease, to the
promoters of the 8an Pedro and Los An-
geles road.

They will rnot be until
after November 5 next, when the initial
steps toward forming the combination
will be taken in Detroit. George D. Han-
ford of New York City is engineering the
deal. In a few days the entire wholesale
grocery trade in the United States will
recelve invitations to this meeting. Al-
readya large number of the leading
wholesale grocers in the Bast have been
personally seen by Mr. Hanford or his
representatives, and nearly all of them
pave expressed a willingness to be pres-
ent.

“An outfine of the plan follows: It is
proposed to take over the business of the
entire line of wholesale grocers in the
United States. One great corporation
will be formed, which will buy outright
the business and gdod will of all the
firms. A centrgl office for the accommo-
¢ation of the officers of the company will
be ‘determined upeon, probably In New
York. This central office will, In all the
leading grocery products, do the buying
for all the houses of the corporation.

“It is not proposed that the company
go into the manufacturing , ef grocery
products, but rather that the business be-
tween the large manufacturers and the
company will be through one general of-
fice. 1t is expected that this will enable
the ccmpany to buy in such large quan-
tities as to treatly reduce the first cost
of the goods.”
