The closing prices showed a sprinkling
of net gains among some of the most important
stocks In- the list, reaching a point in Read-
ing and Ontario and Western. At one time
before noon there were ragged declines -Indi-
cated of all the may from 1 to 12 points from
Saturday's level, many of the leading specu-
lative stocks having lost 3 to -4 points In the
two hours of! trading. The sentiment in the
street seemed mixed before the opening between
the contending influences of the reports that
a settlement of the coal strike bad been.ar-
ranged and the- admonition contained in. the
Saturday bank statement that there must be
further contractions of loans placed in.the
stock market. The latter influence swept away
sill other considerations, and with the excep-
tion of a. momentary rally after the opening
due to the taking of bear protitsyby Saturday's
shorn, the market pursued a steady doy.-nward
course, under a continuous stream of. liquida-
tion. It was evident that.further selling out
on the part of some large speculative ¦ pools
was going on, presumably under pressure of
the demand from money lenders for repayment
of loans. The Gould Southwestern* and some
of the stocks tn which the uo-called Western
contingent have operated largely were notably
affected. The recent tendency of high-priced
investment stocks which had been pushed to
an extraordinary level to break violently un
smai] sales, continued .In evidence in the cases
of American Express, United States Express,
Lackawanna, Delaware and Hudson, Great
Northern preferred. General Electric and sim-
ilar Mucks. When the liquidation first showed
signs oS decreasing the bears caused a sharp
rally by covering of shorts, after which the
market lay sluggish and neglected for an hour.
The speculative sentiment then yielded to the
influence of the hopeful feeling that the con-
sultingt, a.nd activities of the financial and
operating powers of the great anthracite com-panies would lead to substantial results in the
settlement of the coal strike. Any admission
of a cnange in the deadlock was Impossible to
obtain, and the unvarying assertion by the
operators dealt only with the possibility of
Improving the output of the mines under pro-
tection of the military by seceders of the strik-
ers.
