CHOOSING ROUTES FOR
SUBMARINE CABLES

Depth Not a Hindrance, Contour of
Bottom the Main
Concern.

There seems to be no logical reason why
cables cannot be laid across any-.section
of the oceans of the world, no matter
bow great the depth. Some portions of
the Atlantic cables are over three miles
below the surface, and this is not neces-
sarily the extreme depth, for the cable
may, and probably does, pass from the
top of one .submarine hill to -another,
without drooping materially into the deep
valleys between. The greatest known
depth of the sea is 40,236 feet, or seven
and three-fifths miles, found in the South
Atlantic, about midway between the isl-
and of Tristan d’Acunha and the mouth
of the Rio de la Plata.

foundings have been made to the depth
of 27,48 feet in the North Atlantic, south
of Newfoundland, and about 34,000 feet, or
nearly six and a half miles, is reported
south of the Bermudas. Even such enor-
mous depths as these need not hinder ca-
ble laying, so far as the theory is con-
cerned, bhit in practice, for reasons of
economy fin maintenance and otherwise,
it is founii best to take advantage of fa-
vering cohditions In the ocean’s bed. To
filustrate, all of the cables between the
United States and Europe run up along
our coast| until they reach the neighbor-
hood of Newfoundland before starting
across to ftheir destinations in Ireland and
TFrance. 'The reason for this is found in
the range of submarine table lands, form-
ing an ideal cable bed, which lies between
the three latter countries.

Ir past years immense portions of this
submerge(l territory have been platted and
mapped by various governmental and pri-
viate expeditions, and this knowledge is
constantly being added to. It becomes
particularly valuable in economic cable
laying. Ekcept in extreme cases, the elec-
tric conductor is not dropped overboard
haphazard. On the contrary, the subma-
rine mowitins, valleys and plains over
which it i5 to take its sinuous course are
accurately selected beforehand, and their
general cpnfiguration, soil covering, if
any, and other peculiarities properly tak-
en into copsideration. Speclal varieties of
cable are manufactured to meet certain
conditions| known to exist where they are
to go. Like men in all trades, the cable
layers must adhere closely to the speci-
fications given them in statting in order
to perform the right kind of work.

The steamship, therefore, while going
ahead and paying out the cable over the
stern pulley, is under the guidance of
skilled hands, following a certain path,
which has been pointed out for her by
sages on the mainland as being the best
adapted for the comfort and ease of the
electrical con r she is depositing.—
leh!ncott.’

Berseem is to be brought to the United
Stateg to help out in the national irri-
gation sclieme. No doubt not one reader
in a thousand will know whether ber-
seem ie¢ something from the inside of a
pyramid or an element of beeswax. The
Century Dictionary people did!not know
when they built their big book about
words. they had known they would
have told, and under the B's nothing is
to be found about berseem. Yet, for a
fact, it does exist, for the United States
Government has just issued & booklet
about it, written by David Q. Fairchild,
who is described in the big Blue Book as
“permanent agricultural .explorer, divi-
sion of seed and plant introduction, bu-
reau of plant industry, Department of
Agricutture,” Surely berseem must be

important, or this distinguished ex-
pg:er would not have taken the time
to write a book about it and illustrate it
with fine photogravures. And it is so.
