WASHINGTON, Nov. ZL—Secretary
Moody* to-day directed that' the Nero
soundings be turned over to the Pacific
Cable Company.:

This action resulted from a conference
to-day between Secretary Moody and
Rear Admiral Bradford, chief of the Bu-
reau of Equipment, inregard to the prop-
osition of the Commercial Pacific Cable
Company to construct a cable from San
Francisco to Honolulu. The Secretary has
authorized the admiral to turn over the
soundings made by the Navy Department
to the Pacific Cable, Company as soon as
the necessary papers have been drawn up<

These soundings represent more than a
year's work and an expenditure of about
1100,000. As a result of. the Secretary's
determination to relinquish the soundings
of the Nero in" return for concessions to
the Government In cable "rates . and in
military use of the cable, it is expected
that a cable will,be in operation between
San Francisco and Honolulu within six
months and work then willbe pushed on
the line between Honolulu and Manila.
Itis due to the work of the Nero that

Guam' is to be a landing:station of the
Pacific cable. The cable company was
disposed to believe that there was an
abyss in the vicinity of the island which
would prevent the laying of a cable by

that route. Admiral Bradford showed the
company's representatives enough of the
soundings to convince them that the sur-
vey of the Nero had made a detour of
this abyss, and it was agreed to lay the
cable via Guam.
