ics of his country. The English, he; said,
were a people terribly, in earnest, and be-
ing a people of ideals with narrow and
definite ideas of right and wrong, did not.
as a rule, produce ¦ good critics. vShaw, he
said, had the. deepest, truest and finest
philosophy of modern times,

Brandes. He.described him as **a Social-
ist, who disbelieved in socialistic ideas;
a freethinker, who recommended going to
Church as a recreation; an epicurean,
who was a teetotaler and vegetarian: a
Puritan, who gave freest scope to pfeaa-
ure; a pamphleteer, ,novelist, dramatist,
dramatic and musical critic and, one of
the greatest: men of his time. An author-
ity on philosophical science, a master of
critical art, and a disciple of constructive
art."

Hodern. Building to Be Erected for

Christian Brothers to Bcplace. ..
Existing Structure.

Plans havo been submitted and accepted

lor the erection o£ anew schoolhouse for
St. Peter's parish, and the erection of the
building will commence in the course 'of
¦two or three months. The present school-
house contains but five rooms and has
been under the tutelage of the Christian
Brothers, who willalso conduct the new
gchool.

The present building is entirely, inade-
quate to accommodate the constantly in-
creasing number of pupils who desire to
attend the parochial school. The designs,
which have been prepared by Shea &
Shea, architects, chow a beautiful struc-
ture of ten rooms, modern In every re-
epect. A fine exhibition hall is to be one
of the features of the new Bchool.
Ithas not yet been decided whether the

building is to be situated on Florida or
Alabama street, that being a subject for
future consideration. In either event it
\»-lilbe between Twenty-fourth and Twen-
ty-fifth streets. The estimated cost of
the buildingIs between $15,000 and $20,000.
Borne of the -proceeds of the recent Irish
fair and of other entertainments given by
fdends and the parishioners of St. Peter's
Church will be utilized to pay for the
erection of the schoolhouse.

Iwrisa to call your attention to the fact thatplane and eaeciflcatlons were prepared andaccepted tor the Xoe Valley School • by • the
Board of Eudcation come time a«o. and that
the turn of $2500 was paid for those plans,
also that there was a surplus in the funds
of the Board of Education on June SO, 1901,
of $73,020 77. and on June 30. 19C2, of $105.-
181 60, showing conclusively that Ifthe Board
of Education desired to erect a school build-ing in Noe Valley they could, have done bo
with this surplus at any time within the last
two years and not have Interfered with cur-
rent repairs. The Auditor's figures chow that
there iS no necessity for the suspension of re-
pairs to school buildings at this time.
Ialso wish to call your attention to the

fact tliitbut yesterday bids were received for
repairs to the Sherman School buildinc, the
lowest bid received bein« $SGOO. These repairs
are to be done by contract, a eicmficant fact.
*s they could have been done by the workmen
who are now suspended. *

Tbe sapertntendent' of buildings yester-
day Issued an order suspending Indefinite-
ly the sixty workmen now employed in
the repair department of the public
schools- in accordance with a resolution
adopted by the Board of Education. • In
a letter to Inspector Wellln, Barnett calls
attention to some significant facts tend-
ing to show that there is no actual neces-
sity for stopping all repairs in the school
department at this time, thereby en-
dangering the health of teachers and chil-
dren. The letter says:
