Speculative sentiment
to-day showed greater sensitiveness to the dis-
turbances is the call money market than was
the ca.se last week, when a 15 per cent rate
v.-as practically ignored, rro-day, when money
opened at 10 per cent trith an advancing ten-
dency, prices broke sharply all around.

The largest selling of to-day was attributed to
the pools which were credited with causing last
week's advance In prices and which are said
to have received renewed warning againet ex-
pansion of credits for speculative purposes at
present. There is a strong party in the mar-
ket which operates on the theory that the
closeness of money is all that prevents prices
of becurities from advancing again. Jhis party
also entertains the conviction that the tarn
of the year will witness a prompt relaxation
in the money market, owing to the disburse-
ment of funds accumulated to pay dividends
and interest. Even this party is wary of a
possible squeeze in money before the expected
return to ease, and there is besides this a
Widespread sentiment by another speculative
party that other considerations than the sup-
ply of credits are operating to hold back prices.
The belief that there willbe a prompt relaxa-
tion in money rates after the end of the year
also Is by no means universal. The small in-
terior movement of corn and of cotton points to
a holding back from the market which prom-
ises a continued retention of funds back from
the j-cserve center. The foreign .exchange re-quirements will draw large amounts of gold
from our market upon any relaxation in moneyrau-s. The demands of labor on the Union
J*aciflc eyetem are the cause of disquiet inthe market. The violent advance in Amalga-
mated Copper was supposed to be due to au-thoritative denials of last week's rumors ofan agreement to arbitrate by the contending
copper interests. In tae early, market then,
