KANSAS CITY, Jan. 16.-The sixth an-
nual convention of the National Live-
stock Association adjourned at 5 o'clock
this afternoon to meet next year at Port-
land, Or., after electing all the old offi-
cers for the ensulnp year and taking- the:
initiative In a systematic campaign of
legislation against the proposed packing-
house merger.

William M. Springer, general counsel
for the association, in a spirited address,
outlined a bill which he had formulated
"to protect trade and commerce against
unlawful restraints and monopolies," and
which he said was merely an adaptation
of the Sherman anti-trust law and the
Hoar billnow pending in the Senate. In
the discussion that followed President
John W« Springer sal<J that a bill alonq;
the lines suggested by Judge Springer
would be printed within a week by the
association and sent to every Legislature
in the land. In further discussing the
subject President Springer said that if the
proposed merger was ever consummated
Ihe National Livestock Association would
string packing-houses from Chicago to
San Prandlsco. #In response to an appeal
from the executive committee for a leg-
islative fund, $7500 was subscribed in less
than thirty minutes.

Princess Kaiulani, heiress to the throne,

BERLIN, Jan. lS.-By a vote of 141 to
67 the Reichstag to-day adopted the sub-
stitute for the resolution of Baron Heyl
Zu Herrnscheim asking the Government
to denounce the most favored nation.trea-
ties, which was directed against the United:
States and Argentina. The substitute re-
quested the Government to denounce trea-
ties where experience showed that the
most favored clause was • injurious to
Germany's interests. Baron Heyl Zu
Herrnscheim withdrew his resolution in
favor of the substitute. The Socialists
and Radicals composed the minority.

During the course pt the debate lo-day
Herr Gothein, Radical Liberal, said th«
L'niteu States observed the treaty of 1S2S
loyally, for the most favored nation clause
in the present sense was unknown' prior
to the Anglo-French treaty of 1SSL Con-
tinuing, he said:

The greatest obstacles airaiMt commercial
treaties are ep*n and disguised export bounties,
•which the zealots for these reasons should help
to abolish.

It is charged that a messenger boy
named Turner, who was in the block tow-
er when No. 10 came along and hearing
the engineer's whistle for clear tracks,
pulled a lever givinghim a clear signal.
The operator had, it is explained, pre-
viously set the signal at danger. While
his attention was being devoted to com-
municating with the succeeding block sta-
tion the boy. it Is alleged, pulled the lever
that gave the oncoming train the signal
that it had a cl»-ar track ahead, and the
tower operator was not aware of what
was done until the crash came.

! The wreck was due to the displaying of
a fals=e signal giving a clear track for
eastbound passenger train No. 10, when
in the next block ahead there was stand-
ing on the track a caboose and two en-
gines. The paesenget train was drawn by
two engines, and thtse crashed* through
the caboose and engir.es which obstructed
the track. I^ucklly the train had not at-
tained its full speed and was only mov-
ing at the rate of about twenty miles an
hour when the collision came. The postal
car of the passenger train was derailed,
but the passenger coaches did not leave
the track and the occupants escaped in-
