WANTS A JURY TRIAL

Petition Is Opposed by Defendant,
Who Also iObjects to Paying

Increased Alimony.
Another chapter in the divorce proceed-

ings instituted by Max Rosenfeld
opened in Judge Graham's depart-

ment of tlje Superior Court yesterday

When Attorney Charles F. Hanlon, rep-
resenting Mrs. Rosenfeld, askgd that the
court direct' the plaintiff to pay his client
an additional amount toward the main-
tenanec and support of herself and the
three minor .children and that the court
allow the defendant the right to have the
merits of the case determined by a Jury.

Attorney Thomas Riordan, representing
Rosenteld, objected to the court impanel-
ing a jury to decide the case, on the
ground that if the verdict was not in
accord with his Honor's opinion he could
set itaside and that there was nothing to
be gained- by a jury trial. Indenial of the
allegations of Mrs. Rosenfeld that he was
receiving an income of more . than $300
per month and that he would spend $W0,-

000 to compel- her to get a divorce, and
stop any hostile ,proceedings. Attorney
Riordan read an affidavit made by Ros-
enfeld, in which he denied the allegation

and stated that he waa unable to pay a
larger allowance to his wife.

Judge Graham took the matter* under
advisement and will render a decision in
the near future.

The iteamabJp Puebla will arrive from
the north this forenoon bearing the
casket which holds the body of the late
G«neral Robert A. Friedrich. Dr. I. II.
Moore, surgeon of the Alaska Treadwell
Gold MiningCompany, arrived, here yes-
terday and registered at the Palace. He
was on© of the physicians at the bedside
of General Friedrich In Juneau. Alaska.

The sickness which preceded the- death
of the patient was of only twelve hours'
duration. The physicians agree that
heart failure resulting from ptomaine
poisoning caused death. Dr. Moore es-
corted the body from Juneau to Seattle.
He came hither by rail from the sound
to meet relatives and friends of the late
General Friedrich before the arrival of
the steamer.

General Friedrich was apparently In
his usual health on the evening of De-
cember 30 last. He went to* bed shortly
before midnight, but later in the night
summoned medical assistance. He com-
plained of difficulty In breathing and
asked the doctors to give him relief.
He died at 11 a. m. the following day.
He was perfectly conscious a few min-
utes before his demise and did hot appre-
hend that the end was near. His death
created profound sorrow In the region
of Alaska adjacent to Juneau. He was
widelyknown and highly esteemed by his
fellow-Alaskans.
