Solemn high mass was celebrated yes-
terday morning at 10:30 o'clock at St. Ig-
natius' Church by the Rev. Father Frie-
<2en in presence of His Grace, Archbishop
Riordan. The deacons In honor attend-
ing the throne were Rev. Father Sardl,
S. J., and Rev. Father Tardella, S. J.
Rev. Father Mulligan was assistant
priest and Rev. Father Butler deacon of
the mass. Rev. Father Hickey was sub-
deacon and C. Buckley, S. J., master of
ceremonies.

Tho sermon, "Jesus Christ the Savior
of tho World,"' was preached by Rev.
Father John J. Ford. Father Ford said
that salvation for the world was to go
back to him who was the Savior of the
world. The world at present, he said,
was morally illand he asked what was
to come of all the existing evil. Some
said the world wanted proper education,
while others said that the evil in the
wprld was due to the many baneful al-
lurements; but the real cause, said Father
Ford, was that he who could free the
world from all evil and bring to itall that
was good was rejected by the world. The
world, he said, had gone back to the pa-
ganism of old, which did not consist of
idolatry, but the materialism or worldll-
nes3 of the people. He eald modern pa-
ganism did not differ from the paganism
of old except that the old was rather the
child of ignorance, while the new pagan-
ism was the child of malice. The old, he
said, was rather an error, while the new
was apostacy and it had surpassedQIhe

old in refinement. The only remedy, he
said, for the old paganism nad been the
Savior, therefore the •disease being the
same now the remedy to meet the evils
of the day must be the same.

Regarding modern civilization, he said
it had dechrlstianized the notion of mat-
rimony and had robbed Itof all its' mys-
tical and spiritual importance; it had sec-
ularized what was a great sacrament of
the gospeland had betrayed it into the
hands of Caesar. Ithad by its laws sanc-
tioned the adultrou3 remarriage of those
whom itpretended to divorce and ithad
by those and its' other 'alse principles
regarding the sanctity of marriage ban-
ifhKil the purity-that should make home
only less sacred than heaven.

What, continued Father Ford, should
be of all God's beautiful works one of
the moat beautiful, what should be the
foundation Of the whole fabric of true
civilization, of modern civilization, for Its
part. .had lowered to a thing of lawless
love and had made It-the foundation of
nearly all our ills. Modern education, he
said, simply carried a modern programme
of modern thought, leaving out God and
religion from \ its programme. Without

REV. JOHN FORD
TELLS OF EVILS

The Rev, Frank K.Baker, pastor of the
First M. E. Church, delivered an interest-
ing sermon last evening before a large

audience, his subject being "The Denier,

the Doubter and the Defender of the
Christian Faith." The text of the ser-
mon : was taken from Col. 1:23. In
part, Rev. Mr. Baker said:

Christianity is still man's greatest need and
his best hope. It Is Us exalted nature that It

possesses power to deliver a man from the

thraldom of sin and make him clean and frtfl
frcm its awful pollution. This has always
t«^en the faith of the Christian church. Cut
this claim cf the gospel has always b«en as-

sailed by certain classes of unbelievers. It
has always had Its dealers, its doubters and
its defenders. As we observe the trend of
modern tnought toward Christ and Christian-
ity, we still tlnd a m.x«-d attitude towar.l thv
Christian system of faith. As illustrations O%

the way in which Christ is represented ami
of man's need of him, we might consider the
attitude of three noted poets as esprestusd In
their poems.

Algernon Charles Swinburne Is the poet of
denial. He gives us no positive gospel, re-
ligious or social. The basis of his temper is
gald to be, in his gentlest moods, a cry for
oblivion; m his recKle*s, restless moods, de-
fiance of Uo<1, man and fate. With him pas-
sion was a flame in the Mesh, consuming the
very consciousness. Swinburne had no content-
ment in the Christian faith, which he both
denied anil denounced. It were vain, there-
fore, to look in his poems for an acceptable
philosophy of life, for at best he could paint

it very dark. To him the whole creation is
evil; the constitution of the unlver-e is against
man; only dissatisfaction and bitterness can
come from it. Man surfers through no fault
of his own, but because the gods are malevo-
lent. He acknowledges no sphere but that of
the senses and the passions. The present life
has neither sacredness nor charm.

DENIES ALL DEITIES.
Swinburne flatly denies all reccrnlzed deities,

all theological eystems in general, and Chris-
tianity in particular. His conception of God
is Pantheistic. He Identifies Ocd with human-
ity and man with nature

—
"God, if a God there

be, is the substance of men, which is man."
If he is neither an atheist nor blasphemer,
he certainly gives us no clear representatlou
of Christ and man's need of him.

Matthew Arnold Stands for the doubter. His
conception of Christ depends largely upon his
conception of God. which is Pantheistic. He
would make God "the power, not ourselves,
that makes for righteousness" ;a mere "law
of things," a mete ••stream of tendency." He
gives us the notion of an Impersonal divinity
which robs relicion and theology of the funda-
mental truth or a personal God. Having such
a conception of God. hia conception of Christ
must inevitably be abortive and hopeless. Re-
pudiating Christian theism, he repudiates the
supernatural In Christ. Matthew Arnold repre-
sents man as self-sufficient. He may well be
termed "The Po«t of Doubt." for "his poems
an like gray shadows cast along some temple
floor, shadowy alike in clear purity of outline
and dim uncertainty of content." His poems
are pervaded with a tone ot sadness without
any remedy or solace. They are full of un-
satisfied desire, evasive regret, indecision and
doubt. He has no faith to offer men; the
springs of lite are dried up. He represents
the day of Christ as gone and never to return.
There Is no hope In Christianity now; It is
out of date and It were hopeless to trust in it.
Tranquillity and self-sufficient strength is Ar-
nold's highest ambition, and his only idea!
is symmetry gained by reprcsesion and self-
control. His ideal brings to man at its best
the serene and barren calm of submission to
natural law.

*
ARNOLD MORE HOPEFUL.

Sir Kdwln Arnold may be considered as the
more hopeful po*t; he r«presents Christ as the
divine one and man's greatest need. Our study
at this point brings us to a most blessed tran-
sition. ItIs like emenrlngr from a dark, damp
tunnel Into the morning light and balmy air
of a beautiful summer day. 11" gives us a posi-
tive gospel, religious and social. In his poem.
"The Three Roses," he paints the picture of
the helpless sinful soul; shows how prayer to
Christ for renewal Is answered by Christ with
a wonderful rescue; that none need despair
on account of sin, as there Is rescue like this
for all: that they who lead the rfrring ones
to the Christ are awarded the croWn of chief-
est Joy and perform the greatest service which
merits the richest crown. Ifin "The Light of
Asia" Arnold neems to exalt Buddhism above
Christianity it is only a seeming; for In "The
LJght of the World." the great consummation,
he writes "a song unstained by any tear." and
makes the Indian in the dialogue with the
disciple of Christ to say "Truly the Son of
God!"

We cannot class either Swinburne or Mat-
thew Arnold with the immortal poets who
strengthen the feeble knees, and who ht»lj>men
to a happy faith and confidence In God and
in the ultimate constitution of things. We
cannot give them a place with those sweet
sinsersi who "are very sure of God" and who
are the messengers of hope and comfort

—
"the

divine singers whese music Is the gladness of
the earth.""

In which do you
find refuge and comfort? Which are you
