Sentence Will Be Commuted.

In delivering sentence the Judge said
the crime of high treason, of which the
prisoner had been found guilty, was hap-
pily so rare that it seemed to be almost
an anachronism. No civilized community
had failed yet to punish severely defection
from lcyalty, whether in the. way or open
warfare or secret intrigue. In the dark-
est hours of his country's fortune, when
engaged in a deadly struggle. Lynch Join-
ed the ranks of its foes and shed the blood
of his fellow subjects, fighting for their

The Lord Chief Justice summed up very
briefly. He said that If in wartime a
British subject joined the King's ene-
mies, whatever his purpose, he was guil-
ty of an unlawful act. Naturalization
during wartime afforded no excuse what-
ever for subsequent acts. 'There was
abundant evidence, he said, of overt acts
in aiding the King's enemies.

resumed to-day, counsel for the
defense began summing up. There was
no attempt to deny that Colonel Lynch
supported the Boers, but counsel contend-
ed that his naturalization was in no way
prompted by treasonable intent and was
solely for the advantage he would thus
obtain for journalistic purposes.

SANTA ROSA., Jan. 23.— The Lowry

willcontest, which involved the suppres-

sion of an alleged willof the deceased for
many months, charges that money had

been promised for its suppression and ul-
timate destruction, a troubled conscience
bringing it into court, an investigation by

the Grand Jury, the indictment of a'
prominent attorney and his acquittal
after a sensational trial in the Justice
Court, has been compromised.

Mrs. Rebekah Farmer was a widow
with four children when Df. J. YVYLowry
came to this city frorrr Missouri. Dr.
Lowry was a widower and shortly after
Ms arrival in this city the wedding bells
rang. Violent scenes with her children
were had by the widow before the nup-
tial knot was securely fastened. The mar-
riage occurred March 6, 1833.

On February :K, 1W1, Mrs. Lowry died,
leaving an estate valued at about $100,000.
The husband was appointed administra-
tor. On August 23. 1901. a mysterious let-
ter, unsigned, was forwarded to the
County Clerk containing a second sealed
envelope with the alleged will inclosed.
The letter stated that the writer had been
intrusted with the will. He had been ap-
proached, he declared, by Dr. Lowry, who
offered a consideration for its suppres-
sion and he had held the document. His
conscience troubled him. and he conclud-
ed to make it public.

The purported will was in due form,
signed by two deceased persons as sub-
scribing witnesses. The document be-
queathed the husband $10 and gave the.
residue of the property to her children.
Without the will In existence Dr. Lowry
would have been entitled to one-third of
the property, amounting to over $30,000.

AnIndictment was returned by the Grand
Jury against Attorney P. L. Schlotter-
back. charging him with seeking to have
a witness, H. H. Churchill, the author of
the letter and author of the purported
will,swear the same was not genuine and
v.as written as a joke. Schlotterback
was discharged after a trial replete with
criminations.

By the terms of the settlement Dr.
Luwry receives $16,500.
