a draw decision with Eddie Hanlon

In Mechanics' Pavilion on Thursday

night was a signal triupmh of mind
over matter. He 'outgeneraled Hanlon
every inch of the way, displaying remark-

able judgment In being able to go such a
distance at the pace he dicL

His showing against so strong a boy as
Hanlon and one with so weird a style is

considered remarkable when his condition
is taken into consideration. Had Hanlon
or his. advisers known it the little Califor-
nian had the championship and a fortune

within his* grasp several times and then
allowed both to slip away. He had Cor-
bett on the down grade and let up on him.
He kept his right hand inactive when by

taking a chance he might have landed the
decisive blow which would have turned
the tide of fortune in his favor. In this
he had everything to gain and nothing to
lose.

Corbett was three and a half pounds
overweight when he came off the road on
the .morning of the fight After heroic
work he weighed 12SV£ pounds at 6 o'clock

in the evening. He gained a half-pound
up ta the time he weighed In. He took no
nourishment throughout the day. as he
¦was determined to make the weight even
Ifin making it he jeopardized his title to
the championship.

There never was a fight in San Fran-
cisco in which there was so marked a dit-
ference of opinion over the referee's de-
cision. Itla generally agreed that neither
boy' was unjustly treated. Hanlon's
knockdown of Corbett in the eighteenth
round weighed more in his favor than
any other work he did. He must get a
new style of defense and offense, how-
ever, if he ever hopes to win champion-
ship honors. Atpresent he has gameness
and ability to take punishment, but these
alone will not land him at the top.

The total receipts of the fight were $11,-
200. Of this the fighters divided $5CD0, each
receiving $2,800.

Negotiations are pending for a match
between Corbett and Terry McGovern be-
fore the Hayes Valley Athletic Club In
March. Before Corbett reached this city

the sport-loving public was tired of the
chronicles of the movements of the box-
ers. They were reported matched Inevery
big city in the East and then the matches
would be declared off. Itfinally reached
that point where peopla began to specu-
late as to whether the men ever intended
fighting again.
T^orbett finally met Maynard in Phila-

delphia and the latter stayed six rounds
with the champion. McGovern then. took
Maynard out and finished him in four
rounds. This, with Corbett's showing on
Thursday night, has given the proposed
match new life. McGovern has expressed
a willingness to fight here early in April.
The Hayes Valley Club's permit calls for
a fightIn March.

II«
had the better of every round, with tho
possible exception of the seventh, when
he held his own, and proved himself su-
perior of the English champion In every-
thing that goes to make a champion, with
the exception ot courage, and ia this he
was equal to Tokell. < .

The Tight by Round3.

The latter was something of a disap-
pointment. He showed himself a strong,
rugged -youngster, with a world of power
behind his blows and proved himself.
game to the core. He took, heavy pun-
ishment and came back every time In
every round willing and eager to fight
again. In skill he waa outclassed by
Forbes, who hit him when and how lie
pleased and aa many times aa Tukell
would take without coming to a clinch or
breaking ground. He pounded the Eng-
lishman's left eye shut and cut the K-fr.
side of his face until It looked like the
aftermath of a session, with a suusage
machine. Forbes had not a mark. He
drovo Tokell's head back with straight
lefts, turned him around with right hooka
and back again with left swins*. From
the end of the second round tru-re was
never a doubt of the result. Tokell twice
wrestled Forbes to the floor, the foul
work being to all appearances Intentional.
For this he waa hissed by the spectators
and warned by the referee.
