They are all certain that
nothing unreasonable willbe asked of the
companies. Relying on the success of the
last strike, they are positive that they
can get concessions from their employers
again. They think that the United Rail-
roads will resist the granting of all de-
mands and that a walkout will be neces-
sary. The finances of • the organization
are said to be in excellent shape.

The president of the Presidio and Fer-
ries Street Railway, George A. Newhall.
for whom the carmen express the highest
regard, made the following statement:
Ihave heard unofficial.y that the men want

more pay. We have raised wages voluntarily
in the past and might do bo again. Our men
know very well that they can have a hearing
at any time. To be sure the wages In this city
are higher than in the Hast, but we have to
take Into consideration the fact that the erst
ot ltvlngIs much greater. Of course, there will
have to be a limit on the amount that can be
paid operators, but we shall do what we can
for them at all times.

We shall always give attention to complaints.
Ido not like the use of the word demand. In
fact, the men have always put their wishes
into the form of requests in their dealings with
us. We never made any objection to the for-
mation of a union. They are faithful In their
work and we like to do anything that we can
for them. •-

AGREES WITH CORNEXITJS.

President Holland of the United Rail-
roads was, he stated, in utter ignorance
of dissatisfaction on the part of the car-
men. When informed of their proposed
demands he said, "Humph! Idon't see
how they can ask for any more than they
are getting." General Manager Chap--
rnan's secretary, speaking for his supe-
rior,made the following statement:

V>'e have known for a long time that the
men were planning: to make demands for an
Increase In wages. But they, we are Informed,
are uncertain what Is best for them to suggest

to us. Isuppose ifthey were given 30 cents an
hour they might want 35 cents an hour In an-
other two weeks. You can say that the matter
has not been brought to the company's notice
officially, and that when we come to a river we
will think about crossing it.

President Stetson of the California
Street Railway said:

Yes, we have learned that the carmen are
rolns to ask for an increase of pay. We have
always had the most pleasant relations with
our employes and hope that the «ara« conditions
willprevail In the future. We have figured
out the additional cost, which will certainly
amount to a good deal. Of course we could not
say that we will Increase the pay of oar men
before we receive official notification that they
are complaining. They all know that they are
free to speak to us at any time and that we
willgive due consideration to all requests.

To-Day's News Letter.

The explanation afforded by the real es-
tate brokers concerning the rush to plac®
realty transactions on record is that aa
the first Monday In March comes next
week. It is a matter of dollars to those
concerned to have the taxes assessed to

the real owners. The rush will probably
continue to-day.

The largest of the transfers placed on
record was of the southeast corner of
Montgomery and Commercial streets. Th»
deed shows that $150,000 was involved.
Some explanations make the facts clear
and this is supplied by Shalnwald, Buck-
bee & Co., who were the brokers. Their
statement ia as follows:

Some weeks ago th* sale was reported of
the property on the southeast corner of Mont-
gomery aivi Commercial streets to E. T. Os-
born. The papers in this transaction have
Just l>»en recorded and the actual purchase
Is Mrs. Minnie P. Shotwell, Mr. Osborn's
mother-in-law. The dee4 as recorded la for
SlSO.OtO. but this 13 a littlemisleading, aa the
actual price paid by Mr?". Shotwell !• much
less than this. Some elrnt or ten year* ago

this property was sold by the trustees of tho
estate of Andrew J. Pope for $150,000. Wal-
ker Bros., the purchasers, entered Into a con-
tract to pay this amount of money. The en-
tire purchase price was paid with the excep-
tion of about $40.0OO. and on account of th»

death of one of the owners, Walker Bros,

concluded to sell. The sa> was made ac
market rates, which was in the neighborhood
of $100,000.

Deeds are going to the office of th»
County Recorder in large numbers. Indi-
cating the large volume of realty business
that is going on in this city. On Thursday
last the former pace for San Francisco
was outstripped In the number of trans-
fers of realty completed by the recording
of deeds. When the office was closed
Thursday night a tally showed that th«
records of the city and county had been
swelled by seventy-four new deeds. Yes-
terday was also a livelyday, but the rec-
ords of Thursday still led all other dates
in the history of San Francisco. In sev-

eral cases the deeds recorded on Thurs-
day were from the city to private individ-
uals. Inother cases properties were con-
veyed by individuals to realty corpora-
tions. There were several quite large

deals that were put on record. The others
were of moderate size. Probably the
deed3 of the day represent a sum ap-
proaching $1,000,000, although there ia no
way to reach accurately a correct total.

Secretary Holbrook said yesterday that
so far as he was concerned the matter
was at an end and no further action
would be taken by him or the board of
trustees.

The Ch*ef at once sent for Hooper, and
after showing him the letter Instructed
him to carry on his good work of pre-
venting cruelty to animals and report to
him instead of to the society, handing in
a report each month of the arrests made
and other work done.

assistant secretary, have culminated In
the withdrawal of Hooper from the so-
ciety.

Chief "Wittman received a communica-
tion yesterday morning signed by N. P.
Cole, president, and C. B. Holbrook. sec-
retary of the society, to the following ef-
fect:

Although a careful search of the bag-
gage failed to reveal any smuggled goods,

toria and Seattle. Besides seizing a cask

of brandy on the steamer Senator, which
arrived direct from Seattle via Victoria,
they discovered that the baggage-room
Lad been tampered with.

He is a married man and his wife is vis-
iting relatives in the East.

Schwartz' denial of any acquaintance
with the unfortunate young woman is
most peculiar, inasmuch as a number of
letters to which his name is signed, and
addressed to Miss Adella r>. Duncan, were
found among the effects of the dead girl.
The last one is dated February 22 and was
written from the Grandon Hotel, which
Is from the Secretary of State's office,
Helena, Montana. The envelope bears the
address 1G00 McAllister street and in the
left hand corner the words Secretary of
State have been crossed out and the
superscription reads, "Return t? Charles
Schwartz, Grandon Hotel, Helena, Mon-
tana, if not delivered within ten days.'

The writer starts out with the endear-
ing term of "My Own Kid." and refers
to a letter of the 18th inst. ho had re-
ceived. After declaring how glad he was
to hear that she was having a good time
he states he would send sufficient funds

The street railway employes of
this city are not enjoying- their share of the
general prosperity. Take, for instance, the
employes of the Spring Valley Water Com-
pany. The men who dig ditches get $2 W> for
an eight-hour day. Bricklayers get $8 a day.
Men inother trades are treated as well. Every
one with any sense know? that a conductor and
a have more responsibility and need
more intelllKence In the dUchaxKe of their du-
ties than the man who handles a shovel, yet
they work two hours more daily for the same
pay.

President Richard Cornelius of the un-
ion makes the following statement in ref-
erence to the position of the carmen:

The grievances of the employes of the
United Railroads are numerous. It is
openly charged that several of the men
have been bribed with money or promo-
tions to disclose union secrets to the com-
pany officials. The system 6f counting
the conductors' receipts is still causing
trouble. It13 everywhere asserted among

the operators that General Manager

Chapman is exerting himself to the ut-
most to dethrone Cornelius. The working
hours are declared to be too long, and the
wages are said not to be commensurate
with the cost of decent living. On the
other two lines the men are quite well
satisfied with the present state of affairs,
although they are all willingto stand for
an Increase in pay at any and all times.

The United Railroads has a contract
with Its employes which is supposed to
expire in June, but the latter claims that
all agreements have been nullified. by the
bad faith of the company. At any rate,

the demands willbe presented as soon In
March as seems best, and if a strike is
necessary such an order will go into ef-
fect early in the following month.

Some of the operators are declaring
themselves In favor of 40 cents an hour
and an eight-hour day, but the majority
are positive that the demand should not
be for more than 33 cents an hour. A con-
servative iew advise that the demand be
for only 30 cents an hour and a nine-hour
day.

CORNELIUS GIVES REASONS.

COMPLAINTS ABE MANY.

The officials of the street railway

companies have known for some time
that the operators wera preparing to
Insist on better pay and less hours

of work. They have computed the
increased '. cost in operating ex-
penses and know just how they stand
financially. On the basis of 30 cents an

hcur and a nine-hour day the United
Railroads people jcalculate that they

would have to add $600,000 to their ex-
pense account annually. President Cor-
nelius of the Carmen's Union claims that
the Etatement Is untrue and that he can
prove it.

President Stetson says that the Califor-
nia street system would have to give the
men $25,000 'more ,per annum. President
Xewhall o£ the Presidio and Ferries line
thinks $10,000 would be approximately
what the proposed new arrangement
would cost the stockholders In that prop-
erty.

It Is chiefly from the employes of the
new system that the complaints come.
Anincrease of pay of 5 cents an hour and

a riine-hour day is the least that the

union will ask. Itis possible that great-

er concessions willbe demanded. The dis-
satisfaction with present conditions is
widespread.

The Carmen's Union has decided to

make a demand on the officials of the va-
rious street railway companies of the city

for an increase of wages and shorter

hours. The employes will present the

matter to their employers -within a
month, and unless the latter submit
peacefully a general strike will be in-
augurated.
