Annual Jewish Festival

Valley Association, with representatives

from ull the counties of the valley, at the
meeting held here to-day decided to con-
tinue the Los Angeles exhibit for a time,

but ultimately it is planned to make an
exhibit at San Francisco. A strong ef-

fort was made by San Joaquin County

to-day to change the valley exhibit to
San Francisco, but the majority -was
against the proposition at this time..The association indorsed Dr. Chester
Rowell for a member of the Panama com-
mission. If a commission ia appointed to
take charge of an exhibit at St. Louis,
the association wants a San Joarjuin man
on the commission. A resolution waa
adopted calling for sessions of the pro-
posed State Appellate Court Inone of"the
San Joaquin Valley counties.

An amendment was agreed to amending
the general staff law providing that the
chief of artillery shall hereafter serve as
an additional member of the general staff
and shall have the rank, pay and allow-
ances of a brigadier general.

LAND OF ACHIEVEMENT.
It rests with us to decide what the future of

this State willbe. The civilization to b« built
on these shores must b« on the foundation that
we erect. California will not be known in th»

future as a land ot sr* many vineyards, so many
farms, so many oil wells, merely, but as a land
of achievement, a land wh"se civilization is
unique as the land which fosters it.

Professor Hoffmeyr spoke principally on
Cecil Rhodes, whom he had known per-
sonally and had admired greatly.

Cecil Rhodes was a man Iloved and honored.

His gTeat charm as a man was his simplicity.
Xot only was he intensely simple in character,
but he was also intensely loyal to thc#e who
were- around him. Though a millionaire. h«
cared nothing for what he ate. cr how he
dressed, or slept or lived. When he worked In
the mines he had the marks r.t his toil on hut
clothes, hi was nicknamed "Dusty Rhodes."
When he became great he remained the sam«
simple mannered, genial hearted man.

Oh! the magnetism of his character Itdrew
men to him and once there they stuck to him
like a magnet, tven now, though gone, his

name in South Africa is one to conjure with.
This true hearted man never left his friends.
He expected the same loyalty from his friends.
He waa eminently fair minded. Once when
he had been vituperated abominably, and we
who were with him had waxed indignant at the
insults of his enemy. Rhodes said: "Hush.
don't forget he is a disappointed man. Icaa
afford to be Just with him."

Professor Isaac Flags of the Greek de-
partment read an unpublished poem
¦which he had written two years ago. Th»
Glee Club sang during the meeting.

Attorney Lane referred humorously to
bis past campaign and then turned to tha
more serious subject of men and affairs.

He said in tart:
Ihave learned the distinction between a

great man and a big man. Bigness is what
we want to strive for

not mere bigness »f

mind, but bigness of nature, superiority over
the things that do not count. Your university
education can do you very little good unless
you have something a good d*al better than
that university education. The world doesn^t
want social snobs who in the.-<e days degenerate

catlcn

men with big sympathies. It wants

men who can look behind the labor movement
in this country and see the aspiring man be-
hind it

—
men who are big enough to asle (or

justice for the rich man a« well as for tb«
workingman. This is the true democracy, bet-
ter and broader than any party.
Iwant California history to be studied. I

believe that there Is more inspiration to b*
gathered by the study of the achievements of
the big men who made the pioneer movement
In this fair land than there is in the statue of

John Howard or the elms of Yale. These early
men did not look at things in a small way.

They looked not at the hat. but at the head
underneath. They looked not at the coat, but
at the heart: not at the glove, but at the ca-
pacity of the hand that wore it.
