Through the bravery of Mrs. Kessle Ca-
linberti, who is the landlady of a loOg-
ing-house at 507 Jones street, one of the
numerous housebreakers which infest the
city at present is now safely lodged be-
hind prison bars. Mrs. Calinberti now
feels the effects of the tussle which took
place between her and a burglar in her

jhouse yesterday afternoon, whom she suc-
ceeded in holding at bay until the ar-
rival of Charles Clinton, one of her room-
ers. The exciting encounter occurred about
2 o'clock. Mrs. 'Calinberti and her daugh-

ter Abbie, a young woman about 20 years
of age, had just finished eating their
lunch in the dining-room, which is in the
basement in the rear of the house. ,Mrs.
Calinberti arose from the table and was
proceeding down the hallway intending to

1go upstairs, when she saw a strange. man
in the small room which adjoins the din-
ing-room at the end of the hall.

The man was at that time ransacking
the bureau drawers and had pocketed a
number of small articles.

Mrs. Calinberti rushed into the room [
and, catching the man by the shoulders,

demanded that he put back everything
he had stolen. Saying that he had taken
nothing, the housebreaker made a sud- !
den effort to free himself, but the brave
woman retained her hold and, calling for
help, struggled with the burglar.

Mr. Clinton was in his room upstairs;
and, hearing the calls of Mis. Calinberti
for help, rushed down the stairs
and prappled with the thief. The two:

men struggled in the hallway for some j
minutes, but Clinton finally succeeded in
throwing the thief and held him until Miss
Calinberti succeeded In finding Officer Mc-
Murray.

At the Hall of Justice the thief gave
his name as John Howard, and said he
was a tailor bv occupation. He stated
that he was passing the house and, see-
ing the basement door open, he walked
In just to take a look around. He was
booked on a charge cf burglary.

His lecture was a pica for the greater
American navy, aivd as an advocate of
the movement, in view of the new re-

Aside from his drawing per-
sonality, the argument he presented was
beyood dispute. He maintained tnat witn
the dawn of our present importance
»m»r,g the nations of the world it de-
volved on us to maintain the Jlom-ue uoc-
trine not only on the western hemisphere
but to* spread its beneficent provisions to
every part of tne world in protecting the
weak and insuring p»>aee to trade and
commerce. His audience was sobered
*nd enthusiastic by turns as he depicted
the responsibilities and possibilities cf
our development, and every one left the
buiMins a etanch advocate of the new
navy cf the Un-ited States.

Death clutched with a
thousand hands at the little crew, but
they managed, unscathed, to blow the
bottom out of their craft and were taken
from :i raft by the Spanish and made
prisoners*; Itmatters not thru the Merri-
irsac failed in her purpose; the deed was
a brave one. Hobsoji became famous. To
this record he added by an osculatory
campaign, in which. It is alleged, he
kissed .more pouting: lips than a. candi-
date for,the- Legislature in Missouri.

This feature of his career th«> gallant
captain loblcs back to with regret, and if
he had 'his life to live over again' he
doubtless would become a charter mem-
ber of that anti-kissing society which
the good young men of Oakland have
lately perfected- Kor Hobson is real and
