Shipping Intelligence.

ARRIVED

Inan exciting chase to the rescue of five
young men thrown into the water through the
capsizing of a rowing barge the members of
the crew of the steam whaler Bowhead on
Thursday evening relieved the monotony of
th<"lr *tay In port and won for themselves a
little local faai« as life-savers. The Bowhead
is anchored off Fort Point awaiting a new
crank shaft. She is anchored far frcm the
shore to discourage attempts at desertion by
swimming and no shore bo?»ts have been al-
lowed to approach the whaler. The crew rep-
resents to Captain Cook an Investment of more
than $5000. As it would cost probably more
than that to thli> a new company no opening
has been left for the taking of French leave
and any attempt on the part of sailor board-
ing-house runners to entice the men away has
been discouraged by the exhibition of business-
like rifies in the hands of the whaler"? officers.

Four oarsmen from one of the local rowlnfc
ciubs rowed their barge down the bay on
Thursday evening. As they swept past th»
Bowhead the sailors gave them a cheer and
in criticizing the amateur rowers the whaJer's
boat pullers found rare entertainment. Tho
cockswain of t the barge steered a course well
out. into the bay. and when between Alcatraz
and the Bowhead and in full view of the in-
terested whalemen a curlins: tide rip caught
the fragile barge, twisted, shook and upset it
and in an Instant the four oatrmen and the
cockswain -were struggling for their lives ;r.
the now badly broken water.

The Bowhead's boats, to prevent any of the
crew using them as a means of reaching
fhoje, were secured with more than ordinary
FiiugTiers. Captain Cook, however, ordered
out one of the whaleboat= and picking for a
crew men urnn whom h^^ould dc-penj to re-
turn. s<?nt th«n to the rescue. The men In
the water were picked up just In time, several
of them being sadly exhausted. The barse
was recovord and men and barge were taken
to Meigqs wharf, where the barge was cleared
of water. The oarsmen rowed away to their
clubhouse and dry clothes and the whalemen,
to Captain Cook's relief, returned safely to the
Bowhead.

studied every aspect o£ the defendant'*
position with a view of determining
whether or not some leniency might not
be shown, but he could find r.o mitigating
circumstances and It would be a perver-
sion of justice to adopt any expedient
looking to such a result. "Under those
circumstances," concluded the Judge,
"and in view of the great need for strong
example to the criminal element, which
seemf; successfully to defy tho law in this
community, the court will leave the de-
fendant to the fate which his boldness
and criminal deeds have earned for him."

There were two prior convictions
against Johnson for petty' larceny and
while he was serving his time In th©
Branch County Jail he made his escape on
February 25. A few days later he bur-
glarized the room of Captain Greene of
the Nippon Maru in the. California Hotel,

but was not prosecuted on that charge, as
the captain had to leave on his vessel.

'

In passing sentence the Judge said:
"The two offenses upon which the defend-
ant has been tried in this court show a
pronounced criminal disposition. He is
possessed of great daring and exercises
a marked Ingenuity in his 'nefarious call-
Ing. At the time of his arrest he was
found with a formidable looking knife
upon his person and had secreted in his
clothing- a large quantity of red pepper.
It is not to be believed that he was thus
equipped for any idle purpose. Any show
of resistance on the part of his victims
would, no doubt, have been met with
deadly result. The bearing of the pris-
oner during all of the proceedings in this
court makes it clear that ¦he has aban-
doned himself to a lifeof criminality. He
has received the verdicts of the Juries
with an Indifference that stamps him as
being wholly unregenerate. His attitude
would be more in keeping with the close
than the beginning of a criminal career."

Charles Johnson, alias Paul Johnson,

alias Charles Wilson, known as the "red
pepper burglar," who was convicted on

two charges of burglary, was sentenced
yesterday by Judge Lawlor to serve two
terms of fifteen years each in San Quen-
tin. making: thirty years altogether.

The two charges on which the defend-
ant was convicted and sentenced were for
entering the room of Joseph Napthaly In
the California Hotel and the room of
Reginald C. Robbins in the Palace Hotel.
He entered both places by means of the
fire escape. While going down \h& fir©
escape from Xapthaly's room he waa ob-
served by the porter, James F. Dillon,

who followed him till he met Policeman
McShane, who placed Johnson under ar-
rest.
