Banquet at Opening of Interna-

tional Agricultural Congress.

tion has been bestowed upon P. C. Rossi,

the California delegate to the Interna-
tional Agricultural Congress, now being

i in Rome
The King of Italy, at a banquet that

followed the opening of the congress very
closely, gave to Delegate Rossi the post
of >.onor. Rossi sat at the. right hand of
Italy'sKing, separated from the monarch
onJy by a lady, and took Drecedence of
li'led representatives of European coun-
tries, .of even the Minister of Agriculture
ff Frar.ee. Among the dele-gates from
fther European countries were high of-
ticiais cf leading rank.

Not on?y was Delegate Rossi accorded
this mark cf distinction at the official
banquet that celebrated the opening of
the congress, but also he was given per-
sonal audience by Italy's King.' The
monarch said that he was gTeatly inter-
ested and pleaFtd that California, «o far
away, should take interest sufficient to
Frnd a delegate to the Congress. He also
asked many questions concerning Califor-
nia's resources, products and develop-
ment.

C00 delegates registered, the Cal-
ifornia Sunday School Associa-
tion's State convention was for-
mallyopened this morning at the

First Methodist Church with half an hour
of EJble study led by W. C. Pearce, the
international field worker.

The convention's sessions were conduct-
ed under the most favorable auspices.

Unusually large attendance marked the
gathering. There was a vivifying Inter-

est noticeable in the attention given the
many discussions on varied phases of
Sunday school work. Of particular inter-
est was the annual report of the Stato
president, the Rev. WT. M. White of San
Francisco. He noted a steady gain In

numerical aB well as spiritual strength in

the Sunday school work at large.
Primary Superintendent Miss Helen H.

Babb of San Jose reported there were 8i)0

primary teachers in the forty-nine coun-
ties of the association and twelve county

primary superintendents. Much effort had
been made to advance the educational
wcrk of the primary department. As a

result two primary unions have been or-
ganized, one at San Jose and one at Palo

Alto The primary superintendent had
written 500 letters and 800 circular let-

ters to primary teachers, had visited five
conventions and eighteen schools.

Charles R. Fisher, the general secre-
tary, reported that twenty-five of the
forty-nine counties had held conventions
during the year. Of this number nineteen
had been visited and helped by the sec-
retary, twenty-three district conventions
had been held in eight counties and forty-

elx special meetings and institutes in

eleven counties; 7475 miles had been trav-
eled, 174 addresse* delivered and sixty-four

conferences attended. Besides this work
Che California Sunday School Register had
been published monthly since October.
This paper now has 1400 subscribers.

There are three banner counties in the
association territory, Santa Clara, Colusa
and Kings.

Iam
compelled to send regrets, because Ifind that
my time will be bo occupied that Icannot
meet with you.

schools are doing, especially since they have
been" organized in district. State and national
associations, whereby the study of mthods is
promoted and the whole work is put upon a
higher plane. For myself, Idesire to say that
Ibelieve the loes to the country, if for any
reason Sunday-schools should be abolished,
would be one of the most serious losses which
the community could sustain on its moral and

a mere Question of nomenclature."

Nothing has transpired with regard to
the details of the Transvaal loan, but in
financial and political circles the general
opinion is that the interest will be 3 per
cent and that it will be issued at par.

Chamberlain declined to give the price
or time of issue of the new loan, but said
the prospectus would shortly -be < issued.
He explained that it had been decided to
purchase all the existing railways, which
w,ould absorb $65,000,000 of the new loan,
and $23,000,000 more would be expended as
quickly as possible on the development of
railways, $12,500,000 v/ould be spent on
land settlement and 510,000,000 on.public
works.

The security for the loan was excellent.
It would be a charge on. the common
fund of the two colonies, the Transvaal
and Orange River Colony, whose finances
would be administered by the new Inter-
colonial Council, which was about to be
created for the purpose of dealing with
the constabulary, railways and other
matters where the colonies were Jointly
interested. This would be a commence-
ment of the policy leading to the federa-
tion of South Africa, which he believed
was nearer than many persons thought.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer, Mr.
Ritchie, declined to. reveal the rate of in-
terest in advance of the issuing of the
prospectus. He said the interest and the
sinking fund would total 4 per cent, but
it would tie his hands were he to an-
nounce the interest rate alone.

LONDON, May 6.—In the House of
Commons to-day on a formal resolution
guaranteeing the Transvaal loan of $175,-
000,000, Colonial Secretary Chamberlain
delivered a lengthy, optimistic address on
the future of the new South African col-
onies. His remarks were mostly a reiter-
ation of. former statements. The resolu-
tion was adopted.
