PORTLAND, Ore, May 18>-The Jewish
citizens of;Portland to-day sent $2000 to
New York to be added to the fund raised
for the purpose of aiding the survivors of
the Kishenev massacre.

An indignation meeting of East End He-
brews wan held to-night. Many of the
speakers were emigrants from Kishenev,
and, speaking in Yiddish, made passion-
ate protests against the authors of these
outrages. A committee was appointed to
collect subscriptions in London ,for the
relief of the sufferers by the riots.

LONDON, May 18.— Dr. Hermann N.
Adler, the chief rabbi, in the course of a
pastoral charge to his congregation to-
night referred to the anti-Jewish riots at
Kishenev. The accounts published by the
press, he said, had not exaggerated tho
extent of the barbarities committed. He
had. to-day received a letter sent by a
number of leading citizens of Kishenev
which fullycorroborated, what had been
published. The letter asked for help, for
which he made an appeal. Dr. Adler de-
clared that he was.pleased that the Amer-
icans were going to make representations
to the Russian Government regarding the
massacres and that they were already col-
lecting subscriptions for the relief, of vic-
tims.

BISHOP DECLARES
MARRIAGE NULL

GRASS VALLEY, May 18.—This city
will be closed up and deserted to-morrow
afternoon owing to excursions to greet
President Roosevelt at Coifax. Every
business house in town to-day signed an
agreement to close during the afternoon,
while the public schools will also shut
their doors at 12 o'clock and allow hun-
dreds of school pupils a chance to greet
the nation's chief. The mines wlll'allow
employes a chance to make the^trip. Two
big excursion trains will leave 'here dur-
ing the afternoon and will undoubtedly
carry 2000 people.

A box of costly gold specimens and
nuggets will be. presented to President
Roosevelt. Considerably over $1000 worth
of beautiful specimens nestle in a man-
zanita box. Colfax will to-morrow hold
the biggest crowd in its history.' Tfie
President will stop for fifteen minutes.

MEMBERS OF THE KNIGHTS OF PYTHIAS WHO ARE TAKING AN
ACTIVE PART IN CEREMONIES ATTENDING THE SESSION OF
THE GRAND LODGE IN SANTA CRUZ.

The Embassador's attention was called
to the statement contained in press dis-
patches from St. Petersburg to-day to the
effect that a ministerial decree had been
issued, forbidding the Jews to arm them-
selves for their own protection. Said he:
Ihave received no Information regarding the

nature of the decree, butIknow that when the
facts are mj«de known it willappear differently
and will bo shown that the decree doea not
discriminate against the Jews. The fact that
Lieutenant General Raaben, the Governor of
Bessarabia, has been called to St. Petersburg
Bhows conclusively that the imperial authori-
ties are seriously regarding the Kishenev affair
and are taking prompt measures to punish the
guilty and to prevent repetitions of these dis-
turbances.

The Russian Government affords the came
protection to the Jews that it does to any
other of ltd citizens, and when a riot occurs
and Jews are attacked the officials Imme-
diately take steps to apprehend those who be-
gan the riot and v!3lt severe punishment upon
them. In the past Russians have been pun-
ished severely for attacks upon Jews, but, not-
withstanding these conflicts, the Jews continue
to do the very things which have been respon-
sible for the troubles which Involve them.

Continuing the conversation, the Era-
bassador said:

The Russian readily assimilates with the
people of all other races, and if he cannot
assimilate with the Jew it is apparent that
the fault must lie with the Jew and not with
the Russian.

Emperor Nicholas Isought to help the Jews
by ordering ths establishment of agricultural
colonies in Southern Russia, hoping to induce
the Jews to engage in agricultural pursuits
instead of money-lending, but the effort was
unsuccessful, nor have other projects estab-
lishing Jewish states been successful.

The situation in Russia so far as the Jews
are concerned is this: It is the peasant
against the money lender, and not the Rus-
el&ns against the Jewa. There is no feeling
against the Jew in Russia because of religion.
It is a3 1have said

—
the Jew ruins the peas-

ants, with the result that conflicts occur, wjicn
the latter have lost all their worldly posses-
sions and have nothing to live upon. There
are many good Jews in Russia and they are
respected. Jewish genius is appreciated <tn
Russia and the Jewish artist is honored. Jews
also appear in the financial world in Russia. •
