A Great Falls special' says that H. II.

Ranchers in the sections of Fort Ben-
ton, Cascade and Geyser have suffered
heavily, and reports of losses come in
from every side.

BUTTE, Mont., May IS.—Advices from
northern and southern sections of the
State tell of extremely heavy losses
among lambs as a result of the snow-
storm which prevailed yesterday and last
night.

WASHINGTON. May IS.-The United
States Supreme Court to-day decided the
case of the Cosmos Exploration Company

vs. the Gray Eagle Oil Company and the

Pacific Land Company vs. the Elwood Oil
Company, both cases involving title to
oil lands in the Vlsalla land dtstrict in

California. The opinion affirmed' the de-
cision of the Circuit Court of Appeals for
the Ninth Circuit. The cases Involved
the general question as to the validity of
locations made on mineral lands In lieu
of non-mineral lands surrendered within
tho limits of forest' reservations. The Pa-
cific Company and the Cosmos Company

claimed under the locations of this char-
acter and sought to oust oil companies
claiming the lands under the placer min-
ing laws. The Court of Appeals decid.^J
that the petitions dM not contain facts
sufficient to justify the relief asked for.
and accordingly decided in favor of th-j

oil companies, and that action was af-
firmed by the Supreme Court.

The court decided also a proceeding by
the Riverside Oil Company against Sec-
retary Hitchcock, involving practically

the same issues. Tills case was tlrst heard
by the Supreme Court for the District of
Columbia and wan an effort to compel
the Secretary to issue a patent to lands
located Inlieu of forest reservation lands.

Stanford student, making the seventh
death among ihe students and the fourth
in the senior class. Horsier Clarence Hub-

bard. 'C3. died at midnight la«a night at
the home of his parents in bos Arigelcs,

whither he went soon after discovering
that he had symptoms of the fever. Al-
though the r.fllicted student had been suf-
fering for several weeks, death came un-
expectedly.

An entrant with the clas3 cf lWo. after
graduating from the I»s Angeles High
School in 1S3S, "Doc-" Hubbard had be-
come on* of the most popular men in the
graduating class. He was a member of
the varsity mandolin c!ub for three years.
Tlubbard was registered as a special stu-
dent in the department of history.

Psi fraternity
and cf the local honorary society, Sigma
Slgmc. The father of the deeeajed is A.
A. Hubbard. a retired business man of
Los Angeles.
