SERIOUS RIOT FOLLOWS
UNVEILING OF MONUMENT

Police Charge Body of Turbulent Na-
tionalists and Many Persons

Are Badly Injured.
LONDON, June 28.—During the unveil-

ingat Arklow,Ireland, to-day of a monu-
ment to the rebels who fell In the battle
of Arklow,In179S, at which ceremony 30,-
000 Nationalists were present, the latter
collided with a band of street preachers,

one of whom narrowly escaped death at
the hands of the mob. The house in which
he took refuge was wrecked. Several hun-
dred policemen were obliged to charge the
Nationalists and stones were thrown, ba-
tons freely used and many persons were
Injured before the mob was mastered.
