It is his intention to give a public re-
ception Saturday evening at Washington
Square Hall between the hours of 8 and
10, when he will be pleased to meet his
countrymen.

Since his arrival in San Francisco the
Embassador has evinced a deep interest
in our methods of cold storage and has
asked those who have been attending him
on his trips to furnish him with all the
information they possess regarding the
subject and especially as to the methods
in vogue on thé transportation lines for
the handling of perishable products.

Italy, as is the case with France, is
far behind the balance of the world, and
particularly the United States, in its re-
frigerating customs and it is thought
that the Embassador, realizing this fact,
is making a study of our methods with
a view of preparing a report to his Gov-
ernment on the matter.
