DROPS A MATCH
WD LOSES LIFE

Stockton Child Causes
an Explosion and a

Tragedy.

Gasoline Tank Breaks Into
Fragments and City Is

Alarmed.
——

.

STOCKTON, July 26.—The remains of
11-year-old Mareno Gianetto are in the
Morgue, the child having met his death
this morning by an explosion of gasoline.
Little Gianetto and Louis Costa, a play-
mate a year vounger than himself, were
near Gianelli's grocery shortly before
noon. The boys were playing with
matches, and one of these Mareno
dropped while lighted Into a supposedly
empty gasoline drum. An explosion at
once ensued. The boy was hurled into
the air and he fell in the $reet with his
head against the stone curbing. Blood
gushed from his eyes, ears and nose, and
he was dead before a doctor arrived.

The explosion was a heavy one and was
heard for several blocks. The big tank
was torn asunder and windows in the
neighnorhood were shattered. The other
boy was some distance away and escaped
with a few burns. The dead boy was the
son of G. Gianetto, a produce merchant.
