The report submitted by Mr. Havre to|

DEALING WITH RUSSIA.

To protect our Manchurian interests we must
deal with Russia.

has on Moscow. I went nearly sll over the
country and saw Russian soldiers in practically
every town. At every rallway station one sees
Russian sentries on guard. They run the whol=
thing, and poor John Chinaman has not a word
to say about it. At every railway station from
Dainy to Harbin, even if there are oniy three
or four bulidings there, one sees fine brick
buildings going up. I have never been any-
where where I saw such activity in bullding.
Does anybody believe for a2 moment that Russia
is putting up all these fine buildings on tha eve

and live in them?

Manchuria {s a richer provinca than any to
be found in the whole Russian empire. It
reminds one of the prairies of Iowa, Kansas
or the Dakotas. As far as the eye can reach
One sees immense grain and corn fleids. The
country is not cut up into small tracts as hap-
pens to the case in many other Oriental
countries, but there are large flelds, and farm-
ing is done on a large scale. 1 have seen
Chinamen plowing and harrowing with five and
six ponles mules. There seems to be
prosperity on every hand. To a casual
