APPEAL TOR INDIANS.

The petitioners beseech Congress to
erant lands in severalty to some thou-
sands of landless and homeless In-
dians in Northern California, substan-
tially as has been done for Indians not
only in other parts of California but
in other States, The petition or _pro-
test of the Carlisle School is signed
twenty-four persons, who have
been in the Indian service from~—<ne
yvear to thirty-nine years.

The protest declares that the wide
distribution in small communities of
the California Indians referred to
places them far in advance of any In-
dians in the United States in point of
advantage for self-support, civilization
and assimilation with other people.
The protest further urges that poverty
is a good thing and is not confined in
its blessings to the Indians, as many
white people enjoy its advantages,
which “stimulates healthy effort. It
would be quite as just and proper for
the General Government,” says the
protest, “to do for them (the white
people) what the California society
