Brzezlnski's daughters assist him In

the saloon and leave at midnight to
go to their hom,e. Brzezinski has a

As soon as Brzezinski recovered he
shouted for the police. His cries were
heard by Policeman Attridge and Spe-

cial Officer Gillen, who saw twp men
standing in the doorway of a house
opposite the saloon. They. could not
give a satisfactory explanation of what
they were doing there and when taken
before Brzezinski he identified them
as the two men who had robbed him.
They were Jerrett and Duzske. The
two men were taken to the City Prison
and locked up In "the tanks."

Detectives Dinan and Wren arrested
Raynie In Joseph May's room on Pa-
cific street. May was also placed un-
der arrest. They all professed to
know nothing of the robbery. A care-
ful search was made for the stolen
