SEISMIC DISTURBANCE !
OPENS ('RA('KS\ IN LAND

Hilo and Vicinity Vislted by an Earth-

quake That Damages Con-
siderable Property.

HONOLULU, July 27.—On Sunday,
July 17, at 2 p. m. quite a seismic
visitation came to Hilo and wvicinity,
waking the inhabitants from their af-!
ternoon siestas and tumbling pictures
and bric-a-brac in a heedless manner. |
The gquaking was slow and steady,
vibrating about thirty-three seconds,
with a period in the middle of about |
five seconds of genuine jolting. Houses
and trees could be seen swaying to and
fro and considerable damage was done
to property. The shock was felt at
the voicano house, which was rather
unusual, as most earthquakes that
strike Hilo are barely felt at the vol-l
cano. |
Evidently the shock caused several
cracks in the walls of the crater, for,
during the night, there were cave-ins
on the east and south sides of the pit.
Walls heretofore of an angle of 50 or
60 degrees are now perpendicular. The
lava flow and cones are covered by
about fifty or sixty feet of debris. The
