The pasqing .away . of Robert &
Rogers, a pioneer iawyer of this State,
closed a career of activity and useful-
ness. He was at various times soldler,
sailer, politician,” newspaper man gnd
diplomat.

. The dead man was a nauve of New-

castle, Del. - H_e came to California
with his  brother, Daniel Rogers, in
1853; They established offices at the

corner of Montgomery and Merchant
stréets and _soon became one of the

1 !=ading.legal firms in the State.

In 1854 Robert Rogers was clected to
the State Legislature and a yéar later
was chosen as Public Administrator ‘of
‘San F‘rancisco He- retired from the
law business about twenty years ago.

In 1890, though he was a Dgmocrat,

‘President Harrison appeinted him a

United - States Commissioner for
Alaska. Here he. remained for'sjx
vears, living 2t the Baranoff Castle at
Sitka. At one time Robert Rogers held
an editorial désk op the Californian
with Bret Harte. He was a prominent
clubman in his, younger days, hav-
! ing -been president of the. Booemhn
and Pacific Union clubs.

- Whén a boy he served ulmldahlpmn

inthe navy and saw active service in the
Mexican War. He was one of the five
picked men from the brig Somers who
burnéd the Creocle, moored to the walls
of San Juan de Uloa. In 1847 -young
Rogers was captured by the Mexlcans
and was seven months a prisoner. He
escaped from the City of Mexico and
came. through the American lines in
time to be at the storming of Chapul-
tepec, where he served wlth distin-
guished .gallantry.

He ‘leaves fwo children, Eustace B.
Rogers, paymaster in the United States
navy, and Mrs. W. H. Bixby.
