| the first grade primary may only stay

This places at
a disadvantage many Italian children
who come to this country at the age
of nine or ten and enter the primary
grades with American children of five
or six years of age. A proposition will

low children to remain a year and a
half in the first primary grade if
necessary. In some of the schools
fully 90 per cent of the pupils are of
Italian parentage.
