Under ordinary circum-
stances the Doric would have been in
port at sunrise and daylight found
guarantine and customs officials all
waiting for the liner.

“Doric, six miles,” was reported by
the Merchants' Exchange about 11:30 a.
m. “Can see sixteen miles, no Doric in

sight.,”” was the report at 2 o'clock. A |
squall had shut the liner from view and |
when the weather cleared she was out |
of sight. Back she came, however, and |
after 3 o'clock came the report: |

Doric, three miles.” This time she |
reached quarantine, was passed in rec- |
ord time and by 5 o'clock was tied up
at her berth at the Pacific Mail wharf.

That the Doric got\in at all yesterday !
is a tribute to the skill of Captnln'
Emith. For three days the sun’s face |
had been hidden and not a sight did |
the Doric's navigators get during that |
time. All of Thursday night the wind |
howled with vicious fury. Navigating |
by dead reckoning for a port like San |
Francisco with the jagged rocks of the
farallones as a trap in the mariner'sl
path is ticklish work. Not daring to
take his bearings from the islanpds Cap-
tain Smith headed for where he figured
Point Reyes should be and that head-
land was the first land sighted. His
course had been maintained as truly as
if sun and stars had been the guides. |
