Hynes' petttion for special letters of
administration was up for hearing.
Wheeler opposed the petition on the
ground that there was no need of a
speclal administrator, for, he sald, the
funds and securities of the estatse, of a
probable value of $750,000, were not in
California, but in British Columbia.

Hickey said it was hardly a proper
ground for counsel to contest an appli-
cation for letters when it was evident
to him that James Dunsmuir. had
caused the removal of the securities to
foreign soil for the purpose of removing
them from the jurisdiction of the
courts of California. He sald he be-
lieved the court should order that the
securities be returned forthwith, that
the respondent might be deprived of an
opportunity to plead an unlawful act in
defense of a legal petition. If the se-
curities are allowed to remain in Vic-
toria the Dunsmuir coal bunkers, val-
ued at $150,000, will be the only prop-
erty of the deceased in the State.
