MN MATEO, Aug. 16.-—The San Ma-
teo Union High School has opened for
the -fall term wunder conditions which
promise the most successful year in the
history of the institution.

CALIFORNIA® YIELDS
LAND TO GOVERNMENT

Long Standing Controversy
Settled at Conference in
.. Washington.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 16—At a confer-
ence to-day between officials of the
General Land Office Assistant Secre-
tary of the Interior Ryan and Victor
H. Woods, State Surveyor General of
California, the long pending contro-
versy between the State of California
and the United States Government as
to the amount of 1 lands to which
the State is eatitled was settled,

The controversy grew out of errors
made in the allowances of land to Cali-
fornia in lieu of certain school tracts
and covers a period of forty years. It
was discovered that these errors result-
ed in almost every instance in glving
California more land than it was en-
titled to and the aggregate amounted
to a comsiderable acreage. No state-
ment was made beyond the fact that a
basis of settlement had been reached
and that to-day's agreement required
only the ratification of the Attorney
General and Governor of California to
become effective.
