There is an adage among horsemen in
Australia that “many a race is left on
the sand.” If ever a fighter seems on the

The Hegewich cham-
pion looks gaunt and jaded at the present
time from the effects of the extreme heat
at his Marin County training quarters
and of the unusually severe work he is|
doing.

To withstand the work he did yesterday ,
at his Colma tralning quarters he should
weigh from 138 to 140 pounds. Instead of
having this added weight on which to
work he is down under 135 pounds, and |
shows it.
