On the Police Court calendars yes-
terday morning were many cases di-
rectly traceable to the influence of the
Britt-Nelson prizefight upon the pub-
lic temper.

waged by the two lads in the roped
| quadrangle at Colma. All of the im-
promptu encounters did not result in
arrest, but the police scooped in enough
of the peace disturbers to make an ex-
ceptionally long Monday docket for
each of the three Judges.

Master Willie Wilson (colored) might

not have routed peace from an Afro-
American ball at Bush and Powell
streets Saturday night if he had spent
the afternoon elsewhere than among

those who absorbed the bulletined re- |

ports from the ringside to the newspa-
pers, for many persons of good repute
in the community were ready to testify
that he was an industrious and well-
behaved boy until he was stirred up
by graphic recountal of the civilized
savagery displayved by Jimmie and Bat
for the delectation of 15,000 esthetic
spectators.

Indeed so highly recommended was
Willie that when he applied to Coroner
Leland for the position of coachman
his services were immediately. secured
by that faithful servant of the munici-
pality, nor was his conduct thereafter
assailable in any respect until he be-
came Interested in the Britt-Nelson af-
fair.

Patrolman O. F. Burge, who was
summoned to the dance to suppress
Master Wilson, informed Judge Mogan
that in all his experience as a peace of-
ficer he never experienced more difm-
culty in asserting the authority in him
vested than when he undertook to ar-
rest the young disturber. So feroclous-
ly was he resisted that the alternative
confronted him of beating his prisoner
to submission or enlisting aid to im-
prison him, and he humanely chose the
latter course, which he would not have
| done if the boy had been a man.
| "“He's a second Stewart, that's what
| he 18,” concluded the complainant,
thereby pronouncing Master Wilson the
legitimate successor qof a negro black-
guard and bully who was recently done
to death in a brawl on the Barbary
Coast.

It was claimed in behalf of the de-
fendant, however, that he was,
| figuratively speaking, less black
that he appeared. True, he had
manifested a keen Interest in the pugi-
| listic event that for weeks had engaged
| world-wide attention, but truculence
was far removed from his spirit when
he entered the hall in which the light
fantastic was being tripped. He had
been advised by his employer, Dr. Le-
| land, to equip himself with all avall-
able social accomplishments, and it was
in pursuance of that counsel that he
attended the dance in question.

He did not open the discussion anent
the prizefight with which a group of
masculine wall-flowers whiled away
their loneliness, nor did he participate
in It until one gentleman, a barber by
| profession, disclosed such crass igno-
rance of the game that to enlighten him
seemed charitable. While engaged in
that missionary endeavor Master Wil-
| son sald something concerning the re-
lative artistic merits of Britt and Nel-
! son that provoked the ire of a rabid
Nelson partisan, “an’ den de scrap be-
gun.”

Master Wilson would not have ques-
tioned the policeman’s authority if it
had been exercised with less discrimi-
nation.

Wife of Well-Known Physi-
cian and Art Patron De-
mands Temporary Support

WILL OPPOSE DIVORCE

Asserts in Cross-Complaint
That Husband Threat-
ened Her With Violence

The wife of Dr. Pedar 8. Bruguiere,
physician, clubman and art patron, will
bitterly contest his suit against her
for divorce instituted in Reno, Nev.

The first move in the contest was
made by Mrs. Brugulere’s attorney,
John J. Barrett, yesterday. He filed a
complaint alleging that Brugulere's
action in flling suit for divorce In
Nevada was part of a conspiracy to
prevent his wife from fighting the case.
Barrett—melmsthat she be given $1000
monthly for the support of herself and
child and that $25600 be allowed her for
counsel fees.

Mrs. Bruguliere alleges that her hus-
band threatened her with personal vio-
lence if she would not consent to a
separation. She says further that he
declared that he would trump up
charges against her if she contested
his suit.

The wife declares that she is utterly
pennliless and is unable to contest th3
actlon unless she i{s awarded alimony.
The complaint sets forth that Brugu-
iere started suit in Nevada to prevent
the plaintiff from obtaining her rights
In the case. She asserts that she has
no desire to obtain a divorce herseif.

Attorney Barrett maintains that un-
der a recent Supreme Court decision
Bruguiere’s move in going into the
State of Nevada to bring suit is illegal.
The jurisdiction of the Nevada courts
in the matter will be fought strenu-
ously.

Mrs. Brugulere was formerly Miss
Andrews. The couple have bken mar-
ried for three years. Mrs., Bruguiere
has been very popular in society and
when the news of the domestic trou-
bles came out about a month ago much
surprise resulted. There is one child
by the marriage, Pedar 8. Bruguiere
Jr. The mother asks for possession of
the child.

JAMES D. SCHUYLER VALUES
PLANT AT FORTY MILLIONS

Spring Valley Water Company Calls
Its Last Expert Witness to Tes~
tify Against the City.

The Spring Valley Water Company
called its last expert witness, James
D. Schuyler, hydraulic engineer of
reputation, in the case of the city and
county of San Francisco against the
water company, In order to find the
valuation of the plant and establish a
water rate accordingly. The examina-
tion, which took place In the office of
the company’s attorney, M. B. Kellogg,
will be continued to-day and the wit-
ness will be cross-examined by City

Attorney Percy V. Long.

Mr. Schuyler valued the plant at
$40,000,000 and sald he believed the
present system could be extended
to supply the city with 90,000,000 gal-
lons of water a day. He believed the
system was well built, the construction
good and that no signs of extrava-
gance are apparent. He also belleves
that all properties bought by the com-
pany and held for future use were ju-
diciously acquired and should be esti-
mated in the valuation of the plant.
He says water rates are lower in this
city than in citles more favorably sit-
uated and that San Francisco consum-
ers should pay a higher water rate.

TETRAZZINI MAY WARBLE
IN SPITE OF THE CONRIEDS

Prima Donma Will Not Be Enjoined
From Singing Prior to Beginning
of Her Contract.

Signora Luisa Tetrazzinl triumphed
yvesterday over the Conried Metropoli-
tan Opera Company of New York
and her engagement at the Tivoll will
not be disturbed.

Outside the circle of officials chosen to
execute the laws there must be a body of
men and women who realize the need of such
lluw and are anxiously interested in its execu-
tion.

In this cosmopolitan city how is it pos-
sibje to enact and execute ordinances having
hlgh moral purpose? Have not some of our
officlals publicly declared that as officials
they had nothing to do with morals?

Unless there is a body of - peopite In this
city with a strong and determined desire for
the moral improvement of this city righteous
ordinances cannot be executed. Behind the
officlal class must be those who care nothing
for office, but who believe in & nobler, higher
life for this city.
