'CHINESE PICTURED
HANGING BY QUEUES

Picturesque Anti-American
Placards Posted by
Boyeotters.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 13.—The Depart-
ment of Commerce and Labor has re-
ceived from a United States Consul in
China a copy of placards that have been
distributed in various provinces to stimu-
late the boycott against American goods.
The placards are about four by one and a
half feet and are covered with crude
drawings showing American policemen
clubbing Chinese and hanging them by
the queunes. Underneath the pieture: is
the statement:

“This is the way the Chinese are treat-
ed in the United States.”

GERMANY DID NOT REFUSE

AN EXEQUATUR TO MILLER

Consul Recalled Before the Berlin Gov-
ernment Had Arrived at a
Decision.

COLOGNE, Sept. 13.—The Cologne
Gazette prints an inspired dispatch
from Berlin, correcting the report that
the German Government had refused to
grant an exequatur to J. Martin Miller,
whom President Roosevelt appointed
Consul at Aix-la-Chapelle. The dis-
patch says that nothing is known to the
Berlin authorities regarding any anti-
German utterances made by Mr, Miller
In his former capacity as a newspaper
writer. The simple status of the case,
the dispatch adds, is that no decision
in the ordinary course of business rou-
tine has yet been reached regarding Mr.
Miller.
