PEOPLE ARE SATISFIED
Sharp Fight Between Corbet
and Lerman Over Proposal

The Street Committee yesterday aft-
ernoon passed favorably on the print-
ed ordinance granting a franchise to
the Ocean Shore Railway Company and
on Monday the matter will come up
before the Board of Supervisors for
final hearing. This approval removes
the last obstacle of the rallway com-
pany in presenting its proposition to
the Supervisors, and it is ready to be-
gin the construction of tracks as soon
as the printed ordinance Is made a
law.

The decision of the Street Commiitfee
was reached only after a heated dis-
cussicn between Burke Corbet, secre-
tary for the corporation, and J. J. Ler-
man, who claims to represent capital-
ists interested in the securing of the
franchise which the Ocean Shore
seems about to get. Lerman contended
that the Richmond branch of the roaa
should be open to bidding and that ths
committee was granting the franchise
in an iliegal manner. This aroused the
ire of Corbet and he demanded to
know the names of the capitalists who
were anxious to bid for the right to
operate in the Richmond district.

“I will not tell you,” shouted Ler-
man.

OFFERS TO BET $35000.

“Then you are either bluffing or you
are representing the United Rallroads,”
answered Corbet.

Lerman denied that he was blufing
and offered to bet $5000 that he wouild
make a better proposition than did the
Ocean Shore. He left the matter with
the committee.
