He
testified his attention was Srst called to
tbe fact that he was to box O. Horn-
buckle before the Hawthorne Club when
he caw the news published in the papers.
The next day Baker called on him and
Informed him of the match and told him
that there was good money in it If he
would appear before the club. Tommy

McCann and Schulken's father, who over-
heard a part of the conversation, testi-
fied in part to what the boxer had said.

Eugene Van Court, boxing instructor
of the Olympic Club, was called and his
testimony had much influence to show
that Schulken was in no way guilty of
having agreed to fight and then refusing.
He stated that Schulken, who is a mem-
ber of the Olympic Club, had advised him
that the Hawthorne Club had advertised
him to appear without his consent and
wanted to have the instructor advise him
what to do.

A! Young stated Baker called on him
and said that he was acting for Schulken
»nd was authorized to sign him. A day
before the fight he alleges Baker notified
him that Schulken refused to box unless
the club would offer him a purse of $125.

This Young said he refused to do.
A letter was received from Baker, who

had gone to Stockton, saying he would
appear before the committee next Thurs-
day night and produce three \u25a0witnesses to
substantiate that Schulken refused to ap-
pear because the club would not offer him
a. purse for boxing.
