MULES MORE PROFITABLE --.'
TO FAU.MEK TiIAXHORSES

They Find That the Demand for Looe
Eared Hybrid Is Ahead

of Supply.
The average farmer la probably not

aware of-the fact that an average male
sells tot $10 a head more than horses.
Such Is the case and the price has been
gradually rising for a number of years.
There has never been what would be
called an overproduction of mules, while
the market has often been unable to fully
supply the demand.

The abilityof the mule to endure great
heat has brought it into most general use
in the Southern States, where large farms
are devoted entirely to raising cotton;
also the farmers, of this country find tha
mule stands the work in the hot season
in wheat fields much better than the
horse. All men that have used mules
know this to be a fact

The muis matures more quickly than
the horse, and can be placed on the
market from one to two years sooner
than the average horse. This means a
larger profit to the producers and quicker
returns for the Investment A well-fed
mule can be worked at two years of age
with safety, ifproper Judgment is exer-
cised by the driver. They ar» much less
nervous than a horse, thus not so liable
to accident or blemish. A -blemish that
would mak« a fine horse unsalable would
tako but a trifle from a mule. The mule
is less liable to wire cuts and blemishes
for the reason that he. Is more care-
ful about running into anything than a
horse. -

You will see sloe or eight horses
blemished and scarred from wire wher*
you will see one mule scarred from It

The mule Is a taxpayer and a mortgago
lifter for the farmer; he Is ready sale at
weaning time, at one year, two years or
when he Is broke ;to work. The mule is
ready money at any age. The horse colt
does not sell well until itis three or four
years old and broke to work and drive.—
Sarcoxle

In the new rooms of the Philomath Club.
The meeting was called .to order by Mrs.
John Swift, vice president. Mrs. M. L.
O'Neal read a report on the "School
City"—the school city as originated by
Wilson Gill and Introduced with success
In the schools of Philadelphia. Mr. Gill
has also extended* his work to Cuba,
where he inaugurated this form of In-
struction upon Invitation of General
Wood. At the Columbia Park Boys' Club
of this city a school city plan, in some
respects different from Mr. Gill's, Is be-
ing carried on with excellent results, and
is found to reach and control offenders
where others have failed.

Nine years ago It was first put Into
practice in the echoola of Chicago. The
report proves that wherever ithas been
tried with good judgment the plan has
been most successful. Although the un-
derlying principles are simple, the actual
practice is disciplinary, and eerves the
double purpose of teaching civics and
self-government and social relations.

win their way much as a wildcat winshers.

Luckily, such types are far rarer now
than formerly, and largely through thechange in the attitude of women to-
ward women.

And it has come to be an axiom withintelligent women that there is no sexin behavior; and what would be repre-
hensible in a man. so, too, would ItbeIn a woman. Llkewlee. that when a
?LOmJtZ. niakes a nuisance of herself— in
the White House or anywhere else— sheenould De handled exactly as a disor-derly man should be handled.

That is the unwritten law of mostwoneafr clubs and the discipline thusirained Is their best excuse for exist-ence.
