The following are the conclusions of the
board of directors as published in the
Merchants' Association Review:

\u25a0 We .'are convinced that it is for the best in-
terest of San Francisco, that the- best system
that can be had at the present time should be
secured, and that It is the duty of ,the munici-
pality to take all necessary steps to this end,
without delay. Therefore, as the result of
long deliberation, and after a;thorough study
of Mr. Parsons' report, and of all the condi-
tions existing here, your board has unani-
mously reached the following conclusions:

First—That all cable lines, except those on
steep -grades, be' abolished as soon as' possible.
Their slot rails and underground construction
should be completely removed from the streets,
which should be left in the best possible order.

That as the overhead trolley appears
to be the only possible system that cap now
be secured for lines with existing .franchises,
tEat system should be adopted generally upon
certain definite terms.
