This stretch
of thirty-seven miles, he said, was 327'feet
above- the level of the lake. Itwould re-
quire thirty-three locks with a twenty-
foot lift and 340 feet in length. The capi-

talization had been fixed at $600,000 a mile,

or a total of $60,000,000.
