Practical experiments have demon-
strated that wireless telegraphy on
moving trains will render valuable ser-
vice in preventing accidents. The Prus-
sian railway authorities have made ex-
periments with wireless telegraphy, pn
trains on the military railroad. Each
etation was supplied witha sending and
receiving apparatus, as were also" the
trains. For the transmission of signs
the telegraph trlres, along the railroad
were used, in order to save electric en-
ergy. These experiments have clearly
demonstrated that with such apparatus
moving trains can at all times com-
municate with any station on the lino
and report Instantaneously irregulari-
ties, accidents, etc. Private telegrams
can also be sent, and, on the other
hand, telegrams from each station can
rcatfh the moving train and warn the
engineer against collisions. Impedi-

Another^ bottle was started on its
Journey from the Nautilus when close
to the Canary Islands. Traversing the
great tropical ocean ,In the trade \u25a0 wind
belt, it weat- coursing along between
the Islands of the

Windward group,

across *the Caribbean Sea ,to the coast
of -Belize, 'almost within the Mexican
Gulf.,
'

For 496 days it thus pursued Its
solitary/ way. before ,lt was stranded
and >rescued, having covered 4700

_
miles

at'an'average'speed of nearly ten miles
a day. Even this remarkable record of
travel was eclipsed In a bottle, .which
was thrown up by the sea at Shetland
a few years .ago, and of which a tragic

story Is told. i

On October 11. 1890, the captain of the
ship Buckingham was murdered by a
coolie.off \u2666 the Shetland coast. Unable \u25a0to
attract attention from the shore, the mate
proceeded" on the voyage ,to N«w York,

where the murderer was given Into cus-
tody,' and

from" there ;to the ;Bermudas,

where he wrote an account of the tragedy

and committed It to the sea. By a most
