VISALIA,March 26.

It
is feared that much damage will result
to the town's sewer system from clog-
ging by sand. The Street Superinten-
dent estimates the cost of cleaning out
and repairing the system at $10,000.

£1 Monte, just outside Lob Angeles; on
the coast line at several places between
this city and Santa Barbara, and on the
lints north through the San Joaquin-Val-
ley.
• The Santa Fe suffered worse between
Los Angeles and San Diego, where small
bridges have been carried away .and the
roadbed washed out, or blocked by land-
slides inseveral places.
