ifhe next day twelve- men moved their
few belongings in. They went to work
each day. and returned, in the- evening.
They, were quiet, never drank, and
those livingabout the place paid little
attention to them: Magnuson never in-
quired their names, and merely entered
them on the books &s tenants forwhom
four months^ rent had been paid in,ad-
vance. The ."foreman" 1 was never seen
again", and the Ipolice have absolutely
no knowledge of his identity.

FIGHT FOLLOWS MUKDER.
The two bodies in the basement, ac-

I
resrret to «ay. howover, that ther« are Indi-
cations of other cases of misconduct, or In-
efficiency

*among- Consuls in various parts of

These cases, the Secretary says, show
the necessity of a; regular inspection
service. The visit of Mr. Peirce Includ-
ed many cities, but his severe criticism
is reserved for ex-Consul General Good-
now, at Shanghai; ex-Consul General
McWade, at Canton, • and .Consul Wil-
liams, at Singapore. .. *>?

The charges against McWade, former
Consul at Canton, are drunkenness, em-
ployment of a felon, Issuance of fraud-
ulent Chinese certificates, extending'
protection to Chinese who, claimito ,* be
American- citizens, . persecution

Father Theodore Pashkovsky, in charge
of the Russian cathedral in this city, re-
ceived an anonymous letter last Monday
threatening to "boycott" the cathedral
and, according to his interpretation of it,
to do the pastor bodily harm. The threat
emanates, Father Pashkovsky is firmly
convinced, from sympathizers with the
nets of Lieutenant Schmidt, leader of the
mutineers at Sebastopol laßt November,
who was tried by court-maTtial and shot
near Otchakoff Fortress, South Russia,, on
March 19, with three sailors who were
sentenced to death for mutiny.

The letter, which is written in the Rus-
sian language, states:
"Ifyou willnot have services for Lieu-

tenant Schmidt and the three sailors on
Sunday we- will boycott the church. And
ifyou do not do as we ask you willnot be
able to serve in the church. You had bet-
ter do as we want, and you will be safe."
Ithad evidently been the Intention of

the writers that the letter should reach
Father Pashkovsky last Sunday, morning,
for It was for that day that the services
for the executed men were asked.
\ The priest cannot view as decorous or
Christian in spirit a threat to boycott the
church or to do him an injury. He states
that he would not refuse a service for
the dead ifasked ina proper manner, but
when a request comes in the shape of a
threat he reserves to himself the right to
refuse. . ..-,.,\u25a0,-,_ • '

The priest says further that, not know-
ing whether the deceased persons were
communicants of the orthodox Greek
church, he could not perform the services
asked. He said that though Lieutenant
Schmidt' and the three saIIOTS were exe-
cuted because of their part in the naval
revolt, the Russian Government would
not object to services being conducted for
the repose of their souls.

The revolutionists and socialists, he
said, do not attend church, but in this
case they wish purposely to make a
demonstration that they may create he-
roes. .

LAW IS INADEQUATE.
•Among the legal fraternity the im-

pression prevails that the laws of the
State are Inadequate to cope with trust
operations. Tile corporation statutes

. aim to coven regulation in the IU-M
\u25a0 of trade so that competition shall not
be rnriid by the giant organisations

of wealth. There has been no testing
of theße laws, but the lawyers, after
.watching the prosecutions in the East,
have, mar^y of them, come to the con-
clusion that California's lame statutes

.would foil to accomplish anything
Ehoiild prosecution be instituted under
them..ItIs said that, Webb has about come

'.to this decision. It looks as if the At-
torney General had found some cause
for complaint and had* intended to take
up prosecution, but that he was balked
•when he found any effort under the
laws of che State would prove fruit-
less.

The defect In the statutes is to be
corrects at the next session of the
Legislature, according to plans now
afoot. California is to have an anti-
trust law as strong as that in Mis-
eouri. The Interstate Commerce Com-
mission has, of course, no authority
to curb the greediness of a trust within
one State, and therefore itis incumbent
on the California Legislature to make
the necessary natutcs to control the

•unlawful restriction of trade in Cali-
fornia.

MISSOURI'S SPECIAL. STATUTES.
The decision reached by Attorney

General lladley in his examination of
the Standard Oil Company officials to
the effect that "enough evidence had
been adduced on which to base legal
uclion against the Standard in many
States," will undoubtedly have an ,ef-
fect here.

Missouri has special laws upon this
question, known as the anti-trust laws;
and several other States have laws of
a. similar nature. This places these
States in an entirely different position
regarding trusts from th*e majority of
the States in the Union. The laws were
drawn especially with the idea in view
of battling with trusts. Attorney Gen-
eral Hadley, backed by these laws, was
in a position to proceed. He brought
the question to an issue, and now he
fays, at the conclusion of his <-xainina-
tions in New York, that ho has suffi-
cient evidence to base legal action on
and proceed against the Standard Oil
Company in th* State of which he is
the Attorney General.
