Great
Britain and all the countries admitted at the
opening 1of tbe conference as regards the open
door for trade; but the question arose. How
waa the door to be hell open? What guaran-
tees could be given that no one should alter- j
ward step Into the open door and block th»
way? Two guarantees only appeared adequate
to the German Government, namely, .'ater-
national control of the Bank of Moroco) and'
International superrision of the police. These.guarantees has been accepted by France and
all the other participating countries.

Prince yon Bulow continued:
While Germany has *4»talne£ those things

.which she sought. Frax.s* rw obtained flrst.
recognition of her special fcosttlon as neighbor

:of the Sultan, by in:«rn»i>ir.al legislation of
her right to maintain order adjacent to tba
;Algerian frontier, a right which Germany
never contested: second, by a large share la
the state bank; and third, by having en-
trusted to her the instruction of the police in
company with rpaln and under international
supervision.

Throughout this long controversy the Euro-
pean powers have been aware that President
Roosevelt was ready to assist in any proper
manner In the effort for an agreement. Ti>9
Americas Government's advice and attitude
were helpful*especially during the latter stages

of the conference. Mr. White was a con-
ciliatory force. -s.

ST. PETERSBURG. April 4.—General
Mlstchenko. after a long period of service
with the army in the Far East, has de-
parted lor St. Petersburg.

VLADIVOSTOK,April4.—lt is reported
that the Governor of Tsitslkhar-has re-
ceived from the Chinese Government per-
mission S to construct a railroad from
Tsitsikhar southward to Onghln. whence
it is but a short distance to Sinmintin.
The Government is seeking to interest
Chinese capital in the enterprise.

MOSCOW, vAipril 4.—General yon Mack,
the Russian representative of the Red
Cross." has just returned here from Japan.
He declares that the Japanese are ac-
tively engaged in war preparations, and
he adds that itIs.evident that the enemy
in view Is America, and that operations
are being planned against the Philippine
Islands.

PEKING. April 4.—The Russo-Chine&e
negotiations appear to have reached a
dtadlock. At any rate, they are dragging
along slowly. PokotilofT, the Russian
Minister- to China, and Tong, the Chinese
Commissioner appointed to negotiate S»n
agreement with Russia regarding North-
ern Manchuria, have conferred only two
or thres times during the past month.'

Russia^ has the upper hand, because she
holds nearly all the privileges she con-
tends for. while demanding that China
officially; grant them* The Chinese, on
the contrary, are determined to withstand
all foreign;encroachments. Both parties
are trying to ketp the details 'as secret
as was the case with the Chinese-Japan-
ese treaty.
