ItIs Intended'to operate
this line from Twenty-ninth and Mis-
sion streets via Mission, Third, Kearny,
Broadway and Powell to Bay, giving'a
half-hour headway. Cars will leave
North Beach at 1:06 a. m., 1:21a. m., 1:33
a, m., 1.51 a, m., .and then every half-hour
until 5:21 a:m. This owl service willbe
appreciated by the residents i,of the
North Beach district, as they never hay«
enjoyed an all-night service in the past.

In connection with the- all-night ser-
vice on the various lines of the United
Railroads the Inbound Ellis-street cars
will connect, as heretofore, with the In-
bound Mlssion-Etreet cars, but the time
of the Eighth and Eighteenth streets
all-night cars will be changed. The
new schedule provides for cars leaving
Eighth and Market streets at 12:55
a, m. and o.vory hour thereafter, and
from Sixteenth avenue at 1:25 a, m. and
every hour thereafter.

Cars of- the Fillmore and Sixteenth
street line of the United Railroads will
commence running anjall-nlght service
beginning next Saturday, April14.

WILL INCREASE

Although excursions and side trips
have not been fully determined upon,
Thomas J. Kirk,chairman of the com-
mittee on excursions and transporta-
tion, made the following suggestions:

Including a
trip to the renowned Riverside Hol-
stein Dairy Farm; trips to the Fresno
raisin center, to Mount Tamalpais, to
the summit of the Marin hills, the home
of Luther Burbank and the famous Asti
Swiss colony.

The rates are to be greatly reduced,
and it Is expected that the guests will
ride free on some of the excursions.
