• .San Francisco and its unfortunate
\u25a0residents were drenched by a heavy
rain that poured from midnight until
yesterday morning and came down
•still more heavily later on.

The rain brought great suffering toxnany of the homeless people in the
parks and other outdoor places. A
high wind added a melancholy accom-
paniment to the downpour.

The suffering occasioned by the rain
was terrible in some places. For the
most part the only protection the
campers Jiad was their sheets, which
aid not prevent the soaking of them-
selyes and their bedding. Many thou-
sands of delicately nurtured women,
babies, old and feeble people, were in
iiJserable plight before relief came.

Prompt measures were taken,
though, to care for the sufferers fac-
lDg this new calamity.

Many of. them were without ade-
quate •bedding and steps were taken
immediately to protect them from the
elements. It is estimated that there
are 10,000 people in Golden Gate Park
alone. who suffered untold hardships.
To meet the emergency Mayor
Schmitz and -Chief of Police Dinan

.sent out a detail of men in each dis-
trict to seize all vacant houses and
flats for the protection of the shelter-
loss. Houses abandoned at the time
'oi the firs.t alarm were also taken.
