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NEW ZEALAND ATTACKS
AMERICAN MANUFACTURES

Imposes Severe Duty eom Certain Lines
of Products and Pays Bonus to
British Importers.

Customs officials and manufacturers
exercised over informa-
tion recelved yesterdasy from official
sources in New Zealand that that coun-
try Is waging war on imports of Ameri-
ean manpufacture by means of a novel |
bonu& ‘systeni. An act

has beo

manufactured in New Zealand, and that
the importers of such goods shall be 1e-

garded as their manufacturers with |
neadguarters _in New Zealand. In other |
words, the British goods arc imported |

duty free, whereas the American article
is subjected to a severe duty, and 33
per cent of the duty imposed eon the
American article is paid over as a bonus
to the New Zealand manufacturers and
importers whenever the agents of the |
American concern. ceut their prices.

This two-edged sword is expected to
accomplish the undoing of the American
interest and discourage their further at-
tempt3 to capture New Zea'and's trade.

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NEW LAW FOR LICENSING |
AND ENROLLING COASTERS

Much Saving of Time and Labor to
Masters and Clerks Will Be
Effected Soon.

An act of Congress, approved April 24,
1906, and to take effect January 1, 1907,
rovides that the enroliment and license
sued to vessels in the coastwise trade
shall be consolidaged in one document.
Under the law at present. a vessel
over twenty tons burden must have an
enrollment (either peérmanent or tem-
y) and a license, which latter must
issued every year.. :
Under the new law the enrollment and
license will be consolidated inte one
blank, and the yearly renewal will be
made by an indorsement across the doc-
ument itself. This doing away with one
document will reduce clerical work in
copving papers; rémove chances of cler-
fcal errors being made; the cost of
grlnting and distributing over 15,000
lanks yearly; time of masters in re-
newal of licenses, filing spaces in cus-
tom-houses and the bureau of naviga-
tion at Washington, and iail expenses
and other incidental labor and expense
;tt:ﬁ-hod to handling 15,000 blanks an-
nually.
