The Inside

story ©f Reginald C. Vanderbilt's gam-
bling<lebt to Ricbarfl Canfield has been
obtained from a source believed to be
authoritative.
It appears that the $130,000 paid by

John I*Wilkle. Mr. Vanderbilt's per-
sonal counsel, to Canfield'B lawyer was
not wholly in settlement of the losses
of the young millionaire at the table.
Part of it, was for real money, perhaps
150,000 borrowed by Vanderbilt from
the gambler.

'

"lleegie" Vanderbilt has unlimited
credit with Canfield. He used to go to
the Cambling house at East Forty-
fourth street frequently. Allhe had to
do* was to ask Jor chips, and he got
them without putting qp any money.
The man In charge -of the game would
simply make a memorandum to the cf-
rect that Vanderbilt nad^been given somany chips, representing so muchmoney, and the amount would becharged against Vanderbilt. Ifhe lost
he could get more. As a matter of fact.
Canfield had instructed David Bucklin,
his manager, to permit 'youns Vander-bilt to play the "limit" whenever hefelt inclined to do so and never to de-
mand any money from him,"but simply
to keep a careful account of all the
transactions.

"For two years it ran along in thisway," said the informant to your cor-
respondent. "It often happened that
Vanderbilt would find himself without
cash after the night's play. All he had
to do in that ease .\ra« to ask'Canflelfl
or Bucklin for what money he vanted,
end it was never, refused, notwithstand-
ing the fact that Vanderbilt's gambling
debt to Canfield was piling up fast.

Temblor Scarp Is Nearly
Two Hundred Miles

in Length.

Runs From Point Arena
to th^County Line of

San Benito.
Special Dispatch to The Call.

SACRAMENTO. June 3.
—

The commit-
tee appointed by Governor Pardee ;to
investigate and inquire Into" the origin

and Character of the disturbance, of 'the
earth's crust which' gave rise to the
earthquake has completed and ad-
dressed to the Governor its preliminary,
report.

This body of scientists, known as
the State Earthquake Investigating
Commission, has been for several weeks
investigating the tamblor. throughout

the State, gathering data and compiling
statistics.X V.

Professor Andrew C Lawson of the
University, Professor G. K. Gil-

bert of the United States Geological
Survey. Professor Fielding Reid of
Johnis* Hopkins University. Professor
J. C. Branner of Stanford University,

Professor A. O/l«euschner and Profess-
or George -Davidson of the State Uni-
versity, Professor Charles Burkhalter
of. the Chabot Observatory and Pro-
fessor William" Wallace Campbell, di-
rector Of the L>iek 'Observatory, are the
members of. the commission.

The scientists. organized on April'24
and* outlined the work under. ,±hree
branches. Following,is. their report in.
part:

REPORT OF SCIENTISTS.
From the purely scientific point of

view the eartnquake of April18 Is one
of the most interesting on record. A
complete mudy of the phenomena %vill
contribute greatly, not\only to our
knowledge of the evolution ,of the
earth's crust, but also to our.knowledge
of the means of minimizing- Ihe ;ca-
lamities which arise from. the destruc-
tion of buildings, water pipes and other
structures. CertAin $r the Studies fall
within the province of the engineer
and architect and willbe of great value
In the future construction of buildings
in san Francisco and throughout the
State.

The peculiarity or surface features
along the line of the coast ranges of
California lies In the fact that they
are not due to atmospheric and steam
«roslon of the uplifted massaj, but have
been formed by a dislocation of, the
earth's crust. Along this line are very
commonly found abrupt changes In the
normal' slope of the valley eide«, giving
rise to what are technically known as
scarps. Where their line traverses the
most desert parts of the coast ranges
in the carissa plain the aggregate of
features Is commonly refemsa to AS the
earthquake crack.

The report then deals technically

with the extent of these rifts or lines
ot dislocation, which run obliquely
through the entire breadth of the Coast
Range, and says that every movement
in this line from the earliest periods
produced an earthquake. The move-
ments are caused by Stress in the crust,

which accumulate unvil they exceed in
strength the rocks comporting the crust
and find relief in sudden rupture. The
earthquake of April18 was due to one
of these movements.

The extent of the rift'has not yet
been fully,ascertained, but it extends
certainly froth Alder Creek, near Point
Arena, to the vicinity of Sah Juan, in
San Benito County, a distance of about
185 miles.

UNIQUE EARTHQUAKE.
The great length of rift upon which

movement has occurred . makes this
earthquake unique. Within an hour
of the main shock twelve minor shocks
were observed at the Berkeley observ-
atory. Before 7 p. m. of the same day
thirty-one shocks were noted in ad-
dition to the main disturbance. The
minor shocks are attributed to the ten-!
dency upward of the subordinate ad-
justment of the earth's crust

The destructive effects of the earth-
quake are distributed with reference to
the line of.rift. A -greater portion of
the northern end of the southwest side
of the rift lies in the Pacific Ocean.
From Eureka to Fresno, however, the
southern part of the southwest side of
the rift received heavy. manifestation.

The report clofiee -with a special rec-
omemndation that .in the .erection of
public buildings sites shall be partic-
ularly examined owing to the effects
of vibrations on eoft soils and made
lands. A more voluminous report will
follow upon the- completion of the in-
vestigations pursued by the corps of
scientists.

special- committee on mileage allow-
ance, to members. Assemblyman F. C.

•Jones of San Francisco objected to the
passage of the mileage report that al-
lows each member to profit by a liberal
allowance for transportation. Jones
yesterday submitted. a resolution oall-'
jn£ for the payment of $25 to each

member for stationery and contingent
expenses. This was smothered by the
Assembly on the ground of economy,
and the $2000 was lefc in the State
treasury. Jones now claims that the
members muot stand by their resolution
of rigid economy and ask for but
enough to cover their actual traveling
expenses, thereby saving an additional
Jl6OO to the "State.

W.hen Jones presented his resolution
yesterday Stanton of- Los, Angeles
moved, that the jroposition to allow the
$25 be tabled. This was almost unani-
mously acceded to. Many of the hw-
inatoers mad* wry faces while voting to
voluntarily relinquish the perquisite.
Today when the special committee on
mileage, comprising S. B. Brockett. J. RJ
porsey, J. H. Creighton and James Sla-
veh, filed its report, Jones was Immedi-
ately on his feet protesting- againec- its
adoption, quoting the constitutional
provisions allowingmileage and contin-
gent expenses. The mileage is figured
«tt the rate of 10 cents a mile, which
Jone£ claims Is excessive. He'main-
tained that the most that could be rea-
sonably charged is 4 cents a mile, and
that- -every cent above that is clear
profit for the solons.

Jones claimed that the members were
entitled -to the maximum amount and
that the taking of contingent moneys
was an infraction of the law. He added,
however, that the farther member*
were from Sacramento the greater their
profit on mileage, and proposed an
amendment to the report of the com-
mittee giving the mi-mbers no more

\u25a0 than their actual traveling expenses.'
This amendment was voted down. Jones
then moved that the report of = the
mileage committee be tabled. This
broujht forth a storm of protests from
members who saw their perquisites
vanishing. •

Treadwell of San Francisco explained
that the mileage would reach nearly 10
cents a mile when return transportation
was figured. The proposal to table the
report was lost. The report was then
passed by roll call, Jones voting
against' it.. Jones then asked that his vote be
changed and filed notice of his inten-
tion- to move for a reconsideration of
tb«-,-report at tomorrow's session.

Despite" the repeated assurance of
the San Francisco delegation that the
judicial •measures received from the
Senate hefe b^en discussed and framed
to meet the urgent requirements of the
occasion, several of the members from
other parts of the State offered amend-
ments that provoked repeated discus-
sions. Itwas declared that the argu-
ments would accomplish nothing ex-
cept delay in passage of urgent meas-
ures, and State officials -who were in-
strumental In framing the bills were
invited into the Assembly to consult
with the member* who depired to
amend. Fuller explanation of the meas-
ures under consideration in severaleases resulted in withdrawal of the
amendments.

Assemblyman J. A. Bliss "was ap-
pointed a member of the committee on
State university to succeed Assembly-
man Waste, resigned.
