WARSAW, June ll.—The terrorists of
this district continue to wage a re-
lentless war against the state, munici-
pal and police officials. Hardly a day
elapses without an assassination.

Last night the Mayor of Siedlce, the
chief of the Governor's office and-the
secretary of the Police Board were
walking,in the streets of.Siedlce when
a 'band of terrorists, armed with re-
volvers, attacked them. The first two
officials were mortally wounded, and
the third was seriously Injured.

ODESSA, June IL—Since the com-
mencement of

_
the repatriation of the

troops which took part in the war with
Japan 152,000 men, including the Rus-
sian prisoners from Japan, have been
landed here and distributed throughout
the interior of the country. The most
stringent precautions were observed
during the whole period in order to pre-
vent the slightest intercourse between
the returning troops and. the townspeo-
ple in consequence of fears of mutinous
demonstrations, as -It was undeniable
that the troops coming home were
largely disaffected."

The spirit of disaffection was even
more noticeable among the officers than
among the men. The former frankly
expressed the \ opinion . that if Parlia-
ment could hold Its own until the
spring It would be: able to count upon
the army to support Its demands.

A CLEAN BILL
Case Against the Alton and

the St. Paul Is
Dismissed.

KANSAS CITY. June 11.—In the
United States District Court here today
the cases against the Chicago and Al-
ton and the Chicago, Milwaukee and
St. Paul railways, charged with having
granted rebates on export shipments,
and against D. H. Kresky, a Kansas
City freight broker, charged with con-
spiracy tb obtain rebates for shippers,
were dismissed at the suggestion of
A. L. Van Valkenburgh, the District
Attorney.

The Indictments against the railways
charged that they had granted a con-
cession of 7 cents per 100 pounds on
flour shipped by the Howard Milling'
Company 'of Wichita. Kans., to Xew
York. Kresky was charged with hav-
ing conspired with J. E. Howard and
R. C. Howard, president "and secretary-
treasurer respectively of the milling
company, to obtain a concession.

The indictments were returned lastDecember. When the cases were calledtoday District Attorney Van Valken-burgh stated that he was convinced
that' the two railways had been Im-posed upon and were ignorant of the
nature of the shipments made until the
indictments against them were report-
ed. The shipments, it appears, had, hestated, been billed for export, but were
diverted after reaching New YorK.Kresky's discharge .was ordered be-
cauae. under the circumstances, the
District Attorney said, it would beimpossible to convict him.

The cases dismissed today are dis-
tinct from those against the Chicago

Friendship for America
Not Genuine Says

Dr. Potter.
NEW YORK. June 11.

—
Bi3hop and

Mrs. Henry C. Potter arrived yesterday
on the White Star liner Celtic, after a
trip to Great Britain and the Continent.
On* the way up from quarantine th©
Bishop talked of his experiences while
abroad. Referring to tfte relationship

between Great Britain and the United
States, he declared there was no love
lost between the two countries. This
remark came when he was asked
whether the beef disclosures ha* reach-

ed Great Britain before he left there.
He replied that they had, and with
much amusement told of his meeting

with representatives of the press there.
"Representatives of the press met me

wh«u iarrived in England." he said,

"and asked me ifIwould give them
my impression of the insurance scandal.
Ireplied that Iwould, if they would
print it. They agreed to do this, and
Isaid: 'The insurance scandal amounts
to this: In the United States we wash
our dirty linen in jubllc.but in Great
Britain they do it privately.' Ilooked
carefully In the papers, but could not
find my statement."

Bishop Potter was then asked if he
thought the friendly relations existing

between the two countries were super-
ficial. He replied:

"Yes. It is .gush. Prosperity, you
know, is not conducive to friendly rela-
tions."

"la it true that in Great Britain they

think the Americans are grafters?"
was asked.

"Th^ more acut© thinkers," he. re-
plied, "do not. think we are grafters,
but that we are easily tempted by
gain."

VlslUng Egypt, the Bishop said h«
went up the Nile to the first cataract
and in describing the change that had
come over, the country in the thirty
years since his last visit quoted Lord
Cromer, who had remarked to him:

"You can change the face of tat
land by canals, railroads and irrlga- J
tlon, and you can liftthe physical con- f-
dltion of the people by Introducing a'

•better government and good hospitals,
but you cannot change the mind of thft
Orient in a quarter of a century."

The Bishop added:
"This Is a fact \u25a0which we must rec-

ognize in all our dealings with the
Oriental."

While abroad Dr. Potter visited
many American Episcopal churches in
Florenc*. Milan.' Munich. Dresden.
Geneva and Paris. He spent the winter
in Egypt.

In the three weeks which he spent,
in England, he said, he made some
interesting discoveries concerning the
ancestry of General Washington and
Laurence Washington. He said the
Washington coat of arms was not
stolen from a manor house at Selgrave.
nor Northampton, but was taken from
an entablature In a church In Wllke-
shire, sold to an American and taken
to Southampton.

"It has been recovered," he added,
"and Iam now having it mounted in
the wall of Carsdon church."• When asked about his remark at
the London Pilgrims* Club that the
American eagle had Its tail between
Its legs In the streets of Cairo. Bishop
Potter said:"

"Ihad reference to the advertising of
certain specifics in Cairo in which the
American flag was used."
